St. Gaudens was one of the great
sculptors of the United States. He
was bora in Dublin. Ireland, in 1848.
His father was a native of southwest-
ern France, In the suburbs of StGaudens. He wae by no means a richman, but worked- - hard for a living.

When St Gaudens was but a child
his father moved to New York. There
he made his living; as a cobbler. His
son helped! htm by running on errands.

Later he gav bis son the choice ot
being whatever he wanted.
