Pieos Prom Ensilage Cutter Breaks
Horse's Lag snd Smashes the Silo.

While an ensilage cutter was run'
nlng light preparatory to using It at
the Thomas Talbot place on ths
Brooklyn highway. Saturday morning,
about o'clock, a heavy wheel In the
interior of the apparatus and to which
the knives were attached flew to
pieces and wrought havoc that re
sulted in the death of a horse owned
by Adelbert Chase, who lives near
The Pines, on the Brooklyn highway,
damage to the silo and the narrow
escape ot several men and another pair
of norses from injury.

broke it off clean while another piece
of the machine mashed through the
side of the silo.
