formed the Tsar's most important di-
vision of Teutonle subjects. In many
of the towns, the German Intellectuals
furnished occupants for all the best
posts, while from the ranks of the
people came & preponderating
number of the milllonaires. Teutonle
tradesmen, manufsctures and com-
mercial travelers, have been busied in
the development of every corner of
the Empire. Before the war, they wers
to be found in all parts of the land do-
ing a thriving business.

e German colonists were agrl-
culturista. They were first brought
inte Russia by <Catherine the Great,
in. the hope that they would serve as
teachers of better and more scientific
farming to thelr fellow citizens, and
vast grants of land were made to
them. One belt of settlement reaches
down the Volga valley, from
branching south from the Volga to
EKharkof. Many privileges wese given
to these settlers, and their colonles
rapidly grew rich. Their villages were
planted with fruit trees; their farms
were operated with Germanic thrift
and attention to bdbusiness, and the
more advanced methods of agriculture
in uee in their old homes wore put in-
to practice. Their Blav neighbors, In
many cases, profited dy example and
learned much from Teutonlc manage-
ment. The position of the colonlst,
however, was better than that of his
neighbor. He was never a wserf, but
A peasant proprietor; and, “therefore,
he enjoyed a many years' handicap
over the Russian peasant. JIit is these
colonists in Central Russia who. have
been the backbone and the sinew of
