SITUATION IN BALKANS
SHROUDED IN MYSTERY

Other States in Armas Awaiting to See
What Bulgars Will De.

IL.ondon, Sept. 28, 1008 p. m.—The
situation In the Balkans and ghe in-
tentions of Bulgaria are still sur-
rounded with considerable mystery.
Bulgarian, which had been definitely
placed on the side of the central pow-
ers as the result of recent news from
Sofia, oficially Informed the entente
powers today that her mobilization had
been ordered in the national Interests
and that it had not the slightest as-
gressive character,

The Bulgarian premier, M. Rado-
slavoff, in an interview with the Sofia
correspondent of the Berlin Tagesblatt,
reiterated this statement, but it is
noteworthy that while he said the
measure was not directed
Greece or Rumania, he omitted Servia,
mttacks on which state have been con-
sidered the intention of the Bulgarian
government in their effort to regain
Macedmonia.

Sueh an attack, it is pointed out,
would bring Greece to the side of her
ally and, as in the la=t Balkan war,
Gresce, Serbla, and peossibly Rumania
would be found opposad to Bulgaria.
Rumania has already mobilized and
Gresce isataking similar action. The
conciusion therefore, has been drawn
here that they at least fear that Bul-
garin has aggressive designs If not
against Greece, then against Serbia.

King Constantine and the Greek
premisr, M. Venizelos, apparently have

entirely the differences which
led to their separation when the pre-
mier early in the war wanted to joln
the allles against Turkey.

The whole matter may vyet be
smoothed over, as Bulgaria is contin-
uing her negotiations with the entente
powers, the Bulgarian minister at Pet-
rograd having had a long conference
with the Russian.forelgn minister, M.
Bazonoff, while the ministers at other
capitals Insist that the  Bulgarians
would not fight against their
friends, Great Brifaln and Russia.

On the other hand; the Austro-Ger-
man offensive -against Berbila, which
seems to have been delayed, might
light the .torch which would set the
whole Balkans aflame.
