The amoufit of ‘scrateh grain to give s
all that they will"eat Bt night and &
little lesa than one-half that amount in
the morniag. Hens should go to roost

FARM MACHINERY LABRATORY.

Will Be Used For Instrustors In
Agricultural Engineering. .

- —

The Department of Agronomy at the
Connecticut Agricultural College  at
Storrs announces the compiletion of a
new bullding 34xf0 feet to be devoted
to instruction in agricultural engin-
eoring. The two floors of this bulld-
ing will be filled with types of the
various farm machines which are
adapted to New England oconditions.

The courte in agricultural engin-
eering which s given regularly to
the juniore in the college of agricul-

{ture will be devoted largely to the

study of ‘farm machinery, with special
emphasis upon its uge, care and ad-
justment. Also some time will be spent
upon the subjects of dralnage and ir-
rigation; roads; farm bulldings;
san'tation and water supply on the
farm and concrele construction.

The theory learned In the clasa
room will be put ints practice In the
Iaboratory, where each student will
have an ppportunity to study the ma-
chincs at first hand. Also some prac-
tical work will be given in the care
and  operation of gasoline engines,
including the finding and correction
of operating troubles, and the deter-
mination of horse power.

A course In  farm mechanics is
glven to the second year men In the
school of agriculture, which will in-
tlude the subjects given “in the col-
lege course but In a more elemen-
tary way, with less attention to the-
ory.

The aim of- the department s to
make these courses, thoroughly prac-
tieal .and useful to the studemt, wmo
that he may go away from the m%o
with a good substantial working
knowledge - of the commowrr farm ma-
chines, and the furidamentals of . the
other subjects,

The liboratory is open to visitors
at all times during the day, and some-
one will usually be found-in the office
who can defmonstrate and answer
questions on any of. the machines._ *
