NtANTIC SCHOOL CHILDREN on
Supervisor Wheeler Formulatee Road

Rule for Them t Follow.

Owing to the proximity of all the
school bulldliurs of the town of XI- -
antlo to the highway and the lack of
sidewalks In many places,. Supervisor
Carlton E. Wheeler of the - Nlatitlc
schools has formulated certain rule
which h desires the children to ob
serve and. to this "end he wishes the
parents as well a the teacher would
make an effort to enforce the princi
pal rule which are as follows:

Where lhv are sidewalks children
should not' be allowed to walk In the
street except when necessary to oross
the same and then should stop and
look in both directions before doing so.

wnere there are no sidewalks and
trolley line in street, children should

taught to walk on the opposite
side of the street from the trolley line.

wnere there are no sidewalks chll
dren should be 4aught to walk on
right side of road not more than two
abreast; better In single file.

Children should not be allowed to
cross and recross the road except
when absolutely necessary.

There shall be no playing of games
the roadway or any movements on

the part of children to puzsle drivers
of motor vehicles.

Teachers are instructed to eoend at
least 20 minute a week in Instructing
the children along this line and also
to watch the children on their way to
ana rrom scnool ana the parents are
especially requested . to see that the
children obey them when out of, school!
