LEGISLATION TO AlID
AMERICAN MERCHANTS

Considered by President Wilson and
Secretary Redfield.

Washington, Oet. 27.—Legisiation to
ald American merchants in their effort
to take advantage of trade opportuni-
ties growing out of the Europsan war
and to protéct home industry against
ruinous foreign competition upon the
restoration of peace was consldered
today by President Wilson in confer-
ence with Secretary Redfield of the de-
partment of commerce and Chalrman
Davies of the federal trade conrmle-
sion. The president favorably recelived
suggestions as to anything that would
put limits upon foreign competition
and enable exporters to co-operate in
the establishment of Tforelgn siles
agencies.

As a result of the conferénce, the
secretary of commerce wiil recommeng
to coungress the enactment of a law
making selling hy forelgn firms at less
than the cost of production here “wn-
fair competition,” punishable under the
anti-trust laws. A simllar recommend-
atlon will be made by the federal trade
commission In its annual report to
congress, which also Is expected to
pro an amendment to the Clayton
anti-tPust law to legalize combinations
for the operation of co-operative sell-
ing agencles abroad.

PERMANENT LIGHT STATION
ON 'nnn.rr'r'_n REEF,

Lighthouss District Inspector Tells of
Improvements.

Ch.n’:u and improvements to the
lighthouse service in Long Island sound
in the vicinity of New London harbor
presented by J. T. Yates, Inapect-
or of the Third lighthouse district with
headquarters at Thompkiansville, New
York harbor, at a mesting of the di-
rectors of the New London Chamber of
Commerce Tuesday night.

The great advantage to shipping of
Bartlett's reef lightship at present is
recognized, but It is Idadequate and
the expense of maintalping it in pro-Y
portlon to g efMclency is large. It
was pointed out that it was out of the
question to secure a new and modern
lightahip apad fog signal at this time,
and other less expensive improvements
and ‘changes would have to Be made.

In view of the inability to securs a
new lightship, it was the sense of the
meeting  that a permanent station
zhould be established at the southern
end of Bartlett's reef, about a quar-
ter of a mile from the present light-
ship. This station &hould contain
powerful lights and whistles. In ad-
ditlon it Is proposed to place a bell
buoy with fog signal in place of the
Bartlett's reef lightship and several
floating buoys In this section. The In-
stnllation of a more eMclent fog signal
on Race Rock is also contemplated.

Before the cost of the proposed sta-
tion at the southern end of Bartlett's
reefl can be estimated, it will be neces-
sary to ascertain the kind of a founda-
tlon that will be needed for the atation,
Ingpector Yates also gtated that the fog
signal at Bartlett's reef would ¢ so
situated that the sound w=.uld be
thrown seaward and would not dlsturb
the residents of the city and vicinity.

The proposed changes are to be pre-
sented to the local branch of the Amer-
ican Association of Masters, Mates and
Pllots, which will eo-operate with the
New Lodndon Chamber of Commerce.
