--VENTILATION IMPORTANT .

Stato Board of Health Issues Warning
"":'"'-. tor This Season.

With the commg . of the winter
months, there is a tendency to neglect
the important subject of ventilation.
Say .the state board of health in the
October- - report. Windows and doors
are kept tightly closed, and in- - these
closed rooms there may be hot fires
which soon exhaust the oxygen in the
air, and as a result it becomes foul
and impure. Infection, if introduced
into such a home, is liable to remain.
It has beerr a subject of frequent com
ment that as soon as It is necessary- - to
close the windows and start fires, sore
throats and colds become prevalent.
These may be due to irritation of the
mucous membrane by dust and gases,
or from sudden changes of tempera
ture to which those livlnr in over
heated and unventilated houses axe
constantly exposed.
- The purpose of this article is to urge
upon everyone the importance and ne-
cessity of frequent ventilation for all
the rooms in each and every home.
Abundance-o- f fresh, outdoor air should
be admitted at frequent intervals; low
ering--window- s at the top to allow the
hot air at the upper part of the room
to escape and them also at
the bottom to let the fresh air rush in
is one way to ventilate a room. Do one
room at a time, then the members of'the family will not be exposed to
drafts. If only one room comprises
the "home, put on wraps and exercise
wnile the air is being changed. Yen
tilation at night ie quite as necessary
as ventilation by day. Because your
sleeping room may be cold with the
windows closed, do not make the mis
take of thinking the air therein is
fresh. It can never be fresh unless the
window is open. Accustom yourself
and your children to sleeping in rooms
with wide-ope- n windowe; it makes for
better health for you, and better
health ror your children.

It is very important that the public
at large learn the necessity of ventila-
tion, for when it does it will demand
fresh aid in the places where the peo-
ple congregate, churches, schools, lec-
ture halls, theatres and moving picture
houses. "Good Ventilation Guaran-
teed" would be a drawing card for any
of the above places, not excepting- the
church- -' By observing the simple
rules of ventilation in your home both
day nd -- nignt, many illnesses may T)e
avoided and better health result for
all the family. ... --

Pure Water.
The important part that water plays

in the , welre of .the human race
makes it imperative that all supplies
should be pure. In large towns and
cities, water companies are more and
more realizing this necessity and are
putting forth much effort and going to
great expense in order to maintain the
purity of their water supplies. It Is
in the rural community that there still
lurks a danger, and too little attention
is paid to the family well. In many
instances the great age of the well,
which has quneched the thirst of. hon-
orable ancestors, is told of with great
pride. We cannot see with the eye
alone that in water which makes it
harmful. - Water of perfect clearness
and seeming purity may contain the
deadly germ of typhoid fever, ' the
most common of. our water-born- e die- -
eases. Country wells are often located
close to houses, sometimes between
bouse and barn, so that water may be
carried easily to either place, or both
well and outhouse are situated con-
veniently near the back door. In the
location of these old wells drainage
was not considered and contaminationwas possible from either of these
sources by surface wash or under-
ground currents. In the small com-
munities, where to some extent every
family is a law unto themselves, they
should ee, for their own sake at least,
that the well is properly located where
tne water is pure and should protect it
from surface water which may run in
under the well curb. In riding through
the country this past summer I fre-
quently saw the housewife doing thefamily washing beside the well. This,
ho doubt. Was one form of efficiency,
as sne arew ih water direct into hertube, but it 1 to be supposed that shewas eauallv efficient when It
emptying the tubs, with the result thatthe dirty suds percolated directly intothe well. .

- Lettuce, even thoughgrown in clean soil, may carry thegerms of disease if washed in polluted
waier, ana mis is also true of fruitsthat are washed before serving.- Bach individual of a community
should see that his welt is above re-

"Typhoid fever .is a disease too littlefeared, but that claims annually eight
times as many victims in America as
in any other country in the worldThlsIs true chiefly because th shallow wellfor drinking water is the Yankee hob-
by. The first eettlers, intending wellsbut for temporary use. dug them shal
low yet the same wells are atlil in newun a aozen-ioi- a sources of contamination. - - ' .

- If in doubt about the water, one easy
method by which you can insure safety
is to. boil all water used for household

as the-sourc- e ef contamination should
be sought out and removed, or a .new
source of Supply obtained. Of what
use are bubbling fountains and the in
dividual drinking cup. unless th water
wiuiin is pure?
