Alleged to Have Been Sent by James
B. McNamara to His Brother.

Los Angeles, Nov, 18.—Te
allexed to have been sent by James B.
McNamara and Orite E, McManigal in
connection with the dynmamiting con-
spiracy which had its climax in the
destruction of the Loz Angeles Times
bullding five years ago, were identified
today by witnesses in the trial of Mat-
thew A. BSchmidt, charged with the
murder of Charles Hagerty, one of the
twenty victims of the Times disaster.

A. 1. Knight, manager of a tel h
ofMice In Salt Lake City, identified a
message olleged to have been- sent by
James B. McNamarn to his brother,
John J. MceXNamara, the secretary of
the International Association of Bridge
and Structural Irom Workers, at In-
dlanapelis. This rhessage was filed at
Salt Lake City Oect, 10, 1910, ten days
after the Times building was blown up.
One sentence In it sald: “Patient out
of danger.”

This, the prosecutipn asserts, was to
give John J. McNamara news of the
cynamiters’ flight eastward.

A. W, Rhinehart, manager of a tela-
graph office in Plittsburgh, identified a

DENIAL THAT GERMANY
IS TO ISSUE FOURTH LOAN.

Provided With Ample Financial Means
to Conduet War Till Spring.

Beriin, Nov,

i3 (by wireless to Say-
yville)}—Reports. that Germany - was
About to issue her fourth war loan

are denled by the Overseas News
agency in a statement today.

“The announcement made by Dr.
Karl Helfferich, secretary of the treas-
ury, in the reichstag, still holds good,”
says Lhe news agency. “GCermany is
provided with ample financial meana
for continuing the war until the com-
ing Fpring. herefore, no sane pers
goR In Germany expects a new war
fvan in the immediate future.”

The news agency in Its statement
contrasts the conditlons under. which
the French war loan |s Issued with
those under which the recent German
Ioan was handled, criticizing severely
many points in the French loan terms
and comparing the madversely with
the German transaction.

GERMANY HABS ALL
THE COTTON SHE NEEDS.

Not Affected by Prevention of Ship-
ments to Switzeriand.

Berlin, Nov, 18 (by wireless to Bay-
ville).—Germany not only has all the
cotton she needs for millitary pur-
poses for several years, but new fields
of supply are now opan to her, says
the Overseas News agency .
Prevention of cotion shipments to
Switzeriand on the conterntion that the
material would find its way to Ger-
many and be used for making explo-
sives will hurt the neutral natiom but
will not injure Germany, It declares on
commenting on Swiss reports that the
entente powers have stopped colton
shipments for Swisa mills.

“Compstent German authorities state
that the German army is sufficlently
provided with cotton for several
years,” the news agenc says. “Jn ad-
dition, huge guantities can be obtain-
ed fromn Turkey by way of the Danube,
and even If all shipments were stop-
ped Germany is vided with the ma-
terial for an ind nlte time.”

SEAMEN'S ACT APPROVED
BY THE A. F. OF L.

Oppesition Expressed to Any Efforts to
Weaken the Measure.

San Francisco, Nov. !B.—-The sea-
men's act was approved unanimously
today in resolutions adopted In the

thirty-fifth annual convention of the
American Federalion of Labor. Oppo-
sition was expressed to any efforts to
weaken the measure and regret was
vaoiced at the interpretation of several
provisions by the department of com-
merce,

“We protest most earnestly,” read
the resolution, “against any weaken-
ing of this legislation, and we urge
that it be strengthened !n its safety
provisions.

“We regret that the department of
commerce has deemed it Its dutly to
give to some of lts provisions a con-
struction which we believe to be con-
trary not only to the spirit of the law
but to the letter,”
