BRITISH HOSPITAL SHIPS
USED ONLY FOR THAT PURPOSE

Categorical
in German Statements.

London, Novw. 22, T.10 p. m.—Cate-
gorical denial was given by the Brit-
ish admiralty tonight to German state-
ments that British hospital ships were
being used for other than hospital pur-
poses. The announcement says there
are 42 and not T0 hospital ships ply-
ing to and from the Mediterranean
and that they ecarry only sick or
wounded soldiers, nurses and mem-
bers of the medical staff and medical
stores.

All the ships, the admiralty says, are
ballasted to secure safety, but they
are not deeply laden. They are paint-
ed, it is declared, as required by the
Geneva convention, The announce-
ment concludes:

“Previous experience suggests this
series of [falsehoods foreshadows at-
tacke on Pritish hospitals by Ger-
man submarines.”

The foregoing statement i= the sec-
ond denial issued by the British ad-
miralty of the report that British hos-
pital ships were being used for con-
veyving troops, munitions and other
war material. The report which was
sent out from Berlin on November 12
by the Overseas News agency, sald:

“According to news from Spain, the
nambergpf English hospital ships en-
route for the Mediterranean shows a
strange increase lately. It {s also no-
ticed many of the hospital ships are
deeply laden. Apparently they are
carrying ammunition, war material
and troops.”

A statement issued by the British
admiralty on November 14, character-
ized by the Berlin report as ‘“abso-
lutely false” and added:

“British hospital ships always have
and always will be used under the
conditions prescribed by the Geneva
and The Hague conventions'™

EARL OF DERBY DECLARES
GREAT BRITAIN IS SOUND.

Says People Are as Determined to
Carry War Through as - They Were
in August.

London, Nov. 22, 6.15 p. m.—"The
country ie sound and it Is determined
to see this war through to the end,”
said the earl of Derby in talking to the
American correspondents today re-
garding the British recruiting cam-
paign of wkich he is in charge. “The
people are as determined to carry
the war through as they were in Aus-
gust of Iast year and we will win it."

That much, Lord Derby said, he was
willing to affirm as the result of the
canvass of the country which he had
been managing., More definite Inform-
atlon he was obliged to withhold until
the formal announcement of the re-
sults of the canvass, which he made
December 11. In accordance with
that polley he declined to answer
questions whether responses had ex-
ceeded his exyectations or otherwise
or to indicate whether the number ot
recruits obtained meets the war office
requirements.

Lord Derby sald it would be & great
achievement If the nation carried the
war to a successful end without com-
pulsion. He attributed the prévious
faflure of many to come forward
largelv to the fact that the necessi-
tles of t'es case had not been realized.

The fact that Great Britain primari-
ly was a naval power with the largest
navy in the world and that the navy
was doing all that had been expectad
of it. also, he thought had Itg effect
on recroiting. He attached little Im-
portance to the few persons trying to
discournge enlistments and he repeat-
ed with emphasis his conclusion that
the spirit of the people Is sound and
that Great Britaln and her allies will
win the war.

WAR MAKES IT HARD
TO GET IMPARTIAL JURY,

Fact Developed in Selection of Jurors
For Trial of Dr. Ka'rl Guenz,

New York, Nov. 22 —Widespread
sympathy among the residents of New
York for one side or the other of the
nations at war in Europe rendered ex-
tremely difficult today the selection of
a jury to try Dr. Karl Buenz, manag-
ing director and his three subordinate
officials of the Hamburg-American
line on charges of conspiracy to de-
ceive the United Stiates by sending re-
lief ships to the German cruisers in
the Atlantic in the early stages of the

war.

Forty-two taiesmen were examined.
but only ten jurors were selected and
these tentatively. BEight of this num-
ber, however, were sald by counsel to
be acceptable to both sidest

The entire panel was exhausted and
another from which to complete the
jury will be on hand when the trial
is resumed tomorrow morning. Dur-
ing the deay’s session the defense r.l-
ercised five of its ten peremplory ¢
lenges and the government four of
eix allowed It

Not more than six of the forty-
two men examined professed to be en-
tirely neutral with respect to the
European war. Many of the talesmon
hag relatives serving in the armies. on
one side or the other, while German,
British or French descent had enroll-
ed thelr sympathies under the colors
of their fathers. Only three were
Americans of native American paren-
tage and one of these was matried to
a woman of German parentage.
