Feeding a wet mash as a supplement
to m dry mash, but not In sumMocient
quantitles tp satisfy the fowls, will
frequently result in a good egg pro-
duction where it could not_be obtained
in any other way.

As the spring epproaches the birds
come 1o eat heavily of dry mash and
the feeding and extra labor required
In mixing the wet mash at noon ls
hardly profiable. Whenever wet mash
fed to fowls' it should be just molst-
ened suMclently to makes it crumbly.
Mash which contains too much mols-
ture cannot be digested ' properly, and
is not rellshed by (e fowls. Yearling
hens ‘which are being kept for breed-
ing purposes should not be Ted mash
in any other form but dry, They will
resprond soon enough to this system of
feeding, and it is not wise to attempt
to force them with artificial foods.

SHADE TREES. .

Should Be Properiy Cared For If They
Are to Grow Well and Maks Good
Appearance.

As the lower branches of

be pruned from shade anid street trees
tat intervals of a year or more, as they
Interfere with street iraffic, until &
clean stem of 10 or 12 feet is reached.
Lawn trees require little attemtion,
since low branching and unsymetrical
form give them character. If possihle,
treea should be left with single lead-
ers, since crotches are likely to split In
later years. If two or more  main
stems develop, leave the central stem
and seversely trim or entirely remove
the others. When it ls mnecessary to
restrict the spread of trees within cer-
tain bounds on narrow streets and
roadways, the ends of - the branches
should be shortened so 2s to develop a
compact symmetrical crown.. Any
time after mldsummer is suitable for
pruning. Shaping can best be done
while the follage is on the tree. Heavy
prunlnx is better done in fall or win-
ter.

Old, nkglected ‘trees should first
have all dead and Imperfect limbs re-
moved. Thin cut dense tops by leav-
ing main limbs and the branches im-
medtately radiating from them and
limit cuttihg to the third and fodrih
divisions in branches. As far as pos-
sible preserve the character and nat-
ural shape of the tree, making the
finished tree look as if no limbs had
been removed., Start pruning at the
top of the tres and work downward.
All cuts should be made smooth, close
to the base of a limb and parallel to
the axis of the stem. At all times
avold unnecessary wounds by cutting
or tearing the bark in making the
necessary cuts and In c<climbing the
trees. The surface of scars should be
smaoothed and painted with a mixture
of two parts coal tar to ona of cre-
osote. 1t ia safer to follow this with
a heavy coat of coal tar (the kind
used for roofing Is best). ACArS
should be.recoated every few years, °
