George Derosla Arrested for Thefts

from Moran Home.

Geortre Deroaia was arrested nnrl
locked up Thanksgiving morning by
Deputy Sheriff Charles E. Ayer of
Dayville, by whom he was formerly
employed. Derosla will be charged
in the town court this morning- with
having broken into the home of Mich-
ael Moran on the Danielson-Williams-vil- le

road last Sunday while the mem-
bers of the Moran family were visiting
in Brooklyn. He ransacked the house
and took two watches, two chains and
such money as he found. Deputy
Sheriff Ayr says that Deroslff told
him where he disposed of the watches
and it is expected that they will be
recovered.

The finding and award for Abe Berg-
er of East Haddam, who lost the
larger part of his right hand and one
or two fingers on his left hand when
they were cut off by a saw while
working at East Haddam for Eugene
B. Peck on June 25. 1915. has Just been
made by Dr. James J. Donohue, com-
pensation commissioner.

The commissioner finds that the em-
ployer, who carried Insurance in a
Hartford company, is to pay to the
claimant at his address in East Had-
dam tiiox 118. R. F. D.), compensation
at the rate of six dollars ($6.00) week-
ly for two hundred and thirty-nin- e and
one-thi- rd (239 8) weeks for the
specific injuries to his hands, payments
fo begin from July 6th, 1915, which is
the eleventh day following injury, the
twenty weeks' compensation due the
claimaint on Nov. !2, 1915, amounting
to one hundred and twenty dollars
($120.00). to be paid him forthwith,
and the balance of the payments to
be made weekly from 22dday of No
vember, 1915; together with the med
leal, surgical and hospital attention
provided in Section 7 of Part B of
the Act. As the injuries received by
the claimant In this case are all speci-
fied injuries, according to Section 12
of Part B of the Act the compensation
hereby awarded is "in lieu of all other
payments."

A hearing of the case was held on
November 19 to define definitely the
specific injuries SO that an award
might be made. It was ascertained
that Berger, whose average wages
were S12 per week was Injured while
he was taking 16-fo- ot slabs away from
a vr. He undertook to walk out
with a slab and stepped on one of ths
carriage rolls which threw him over
and the slab caught the saw and gave
It a quick yank (to use the claimant's
own words), and pulled him against
the saw. and he came against the
spreader on his side and his hands
came directly against the saw.

It was found that the Injury to the
right hand of Berger consists of the
loss of all the fingers and approxi-
mately two-thir- ds of the metacarpal
bones, .and the loss of one-ha- lf of the
thumb With a certain amount of stiff-
ness of the remaining portion of the
thumb.
