Describ-
ing conditions in Russia he said: "The
depression which prevailed outside
Russia during the great German drive
through Poland, was never really dup-
licated in that country. Domestic
troubles existed as always, but the
people have made their power felt as
never before, and the only thing that
could cause revolution now would be
the conclusion of an unfavorable peace
with the central powers.

"The people of Russia are enjoying
something in the nature of a boom,
and the cost of living of the Russian
peasant, who does not require luxuries,
has not appreciably increased. The
Russian peasant is not an imagina-
tive individual, and the losses suffered
In the great retreat were unbelievably
small, when the magnitude of the
flshting is taken into consideration.
Even the generally admitted short-
age of rifles, the wastage of which
has been unprecedented, is not causing
the Russians much concern, as the
staff has realized that the rifle
by infantry is not an effective arm.

Nation Has Resource In Men and
Material Out of Proportion to Size.

(Special to The Bulletin.)
Washington. D. C, Nov. 26. "Ru-

mania, continually in the public eye
as a possible factor in the world-w- ar

whose resources both in men and ma-

terials give this little nation a mili-
tary importance out of proportion to
its size and fame, is described in a
study, "Rumania, the Pivotal State,"
prepared by James Howard Gore for
the National Geographic Society. The
