a Ions time. It is generally recognized
as a needed piece of legislation, but
the inability to agree upon a measure
which would satisfy all is one of the
chief reasons why it has not been
placed upon the statute books.

Rural credits as carried on in other
countries with marked success have
been carefully studied. It is fully
derstood that many of the methods
Which are used there could be adopted
in this country with excellent results
