The members of the commis-
sion were particularly interested In
what Mr. Crampton said about the
success of the salmon hatchery at
Windsor Locks. He showed them a
bottle containing about 100 salmon
eggs which he obtained from the fish
and game commission of Massachusetts
Monday evening in Springfield. The
hatching of the eggs has been done in
a shorter time in this state than in
Massachusetts. The hatchery at
Windsor Locks is about four weeka
ahead of that in Massachusetts. Both
states received the supply of eggs
from Oregon at about the same time,
this state securing 100,000 and Massa-
chusetts 600,000. Those who have in-

terested themselves in the hatching of
the salmon eggs in the two states are
at a loss to understand why it has
taken longer in Massachusetts than in
Connecticut, and are inclined to at-
tribute the reason to a difference in
atmospheric conditions.
