Dr. Abram Alexander Smith.
A. Alexander Smith, M. D.. LL D.,

died suddendy Monday at his resi-
dence, No. IS West 51st street, New
York. Dr. Smith, who was in his fi9th
year, was born in Susset county, New
Jersey, and for thirty-fiv- e years was a
professor at Bellevue Hospital Medi-
cal college. He has been long prom-
inent as a specialist, particularly in
children's diseases. During many
years he was associated with the late
Dr. Fordyce Barker, of ;ew York, tak-
ing Dr. Barker's practice after the hit-
ter's death. He was prominent in
th. lending medical organizations in
New York, distinguished as a teacher
in clinical medicine, a man revered
by his students and esteemed by his
olleasrues.
Professor Smith had visited Nor.

wich on several occasions in cases
where his expert or-,o- n was required
and was known to the leading physi-
cians here as an authority in his pro-
fession.

He was a cousin of James Lewis
Smith, of Broad street, Norwich. Only
a short time since. Mr. and Mrs. Smith,
of Norwich, received word from Pro-
fessor Smith that he and his wife were
expecting to come to Norwich for a
brief visit before the end of the year.

Professor Smith married Miss Sue
Bender of a prominent Easton, Penn..
family. His wife survives him, with
their twin sons, on residing in Den-
ver, Col., the other in New York. Pro-
fessor Smith and family for years had
a beautiful summer home at Belle
Haven, Greenwich.

Funeral services are to be held at
the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian church
today (Friday) and burial is to be at
Easton, Penn.

Death Rate About Equal to the State
Average.

In Norwich for the month of Novem-
ber the death rate was about on an
average with the rest of the state. Here
it was 13.5, while in the whole state it
was 13.0. for the large towns 13.1.

New London had the unusually high
death rate of 22.5 on a total of 46
deaths. In Norwich there were 36
deaths.

The Norwich deaths included four
from cancer, three from tuberculosis
of the lungs and lobar and broncho-
pneumonia, two from accidents, one
each from scarlet fever, diphtheria
and croup, grip, diarrhoea under 5 and
suicide.

The 46 deaths in New London in-
cluded four each from tuberculosis of
the lungs and diarrhoea under 5, three
from cancer, two from typhoid and
diphtheria and croup, lobar and bron

and accidents, and 18
from other diseases.

Groton had a death rate of 17.7 for
ten deaths, including one each from
cancer and diarrhoea and two from
lobar and broncho-pnenumoni- a. The
death rate for Stonington was 11.3 for
nine deaths, which included one each
from tuberculosis of the lungs and
cancer and seven from other diseases.

There were IS cases of scarlet fever
in Norwich, seven cases of diphtheria
and three cases of tuberculosis.

Preston and Sprague each had one
case of diphtheria.

New London had six cases of ty-
phoid fever, two cases of scarlet fever.
12 cases of diphtheria, three cases of
tuberculosis and two cases of infantile
paralysis.

There were seven cases of typhoid
fever in Groton town and one in Gro-
ton borough, orie case of measles in
Groton, whooping cough was epidemic,
there were four cases of diphtheria,
one case of tuberculosis and one case
of infantile paralysis.

Stonington had one case of typhoid
fever. 2S cases of measles and 10 cases
of whooping" cough.

The new Seagrave triple combination
motor pumping engine, chemical and
hose carrier, bought early in August
by the fire commissioners with the
$9,000 appropriated at the annual city
meeting, was unloaded here on Thurs-
day ismorning at 11.30 by the delivery,
engineer, Edward C. Rumsey, who had
come from the factory at Columbus,
O. That it arrived ready for instant
service, if necessary, was shown, for
after it had taken a trip down the
skids from the box freight car on the
track in the rear of the Charles Os-

good company building. Engineer
Rumsey put a little gasoline into the
tank and a little water into the radi-
ator and ran the pumper up to the
central station under its own power. of
In the afternoon the pumper was run
over to Falls avenue, where it was
given a preliminary test, draughting
on two suction lines from the river
and throwing two streams of water
from them. Everything worked
smoothly and the pumper performed
all that was expected of it.

Fire Chief Howard L. Stanton and
Alderman Casper K. Bailey, who is
chairman of the fire commissioners,
were present at the preliminary test
and were highly pleased at the show-
ing that was made by the pumper.

Later Chief Stanton said that the
official delivery test of the pumper
would probably be made at the same
place on next Thursday, if it can be
arranged to have the engineer from
the National Board of Eire Under-
writers here at that time. All the in-
surance agents in the city are plan-
ning to invite agents from other
places here to see the test of the new
piece of Norwich fire apparatus, which
is declared to be the best type of
modern fire fighting machinery and
particularly adapted to the require-
ments of this city.

According to the arrangements
made by Chief Stanton, the new piece
of apparatus is to be kept at the cen-
tral lire station, and Engineer James
L. Hubbard has been transferred from
the spare list of Engine Co. No. 1 and
is to have charge of the operation of
the nsw auto pumper, also instructing
others of the department in its opera-
tion. The apparatus of Engine Co. No.
1 will be held in reserve at the central
station in case of accident or disabil-
ity of the pumper. At the station the
pumper has been placed on the floor
behind the autochemiral.

All of the most ideas
have been incorporated in the Norwich
auto pumper, a number of these ap-
pearing in the line of extras that were
the results of suggestions and corre-
spondence that Chief Stanton has had
with the company. These were all
checked up on Thursday and it was
found that everything that had been
contracted for with the Seagrave peo-
ple had been furnished.

Specially Valuable Device.
One of the particular improvements

on the pumper which is the idea of
Chief Stanton and has now been
adopted by the Seagrave people for all
their apparatus is a special device by
which when the 40 gallon chemical
tank has been emptied of chemical it
will be possibie to pump water through
the tank and out through the 4 inch
chemical hose, thus giving a 4 inch
stream of water that could be used
on a fire. This connection is near the
outlet on the working side ot the pump
and will add to the equipment im-
measurably, as it is often the case at a
fire that the chemical tank is enough
to take all the danger out of the tire
but it is handy to have a line of water
on hand at once to follow up the work
of the chemical.

The pumper weighs about 5 -2 tons
and is equipped with a six cylinder
140 horsepower engine, which will in-
sure plenty of power to climb any of
the hills which increase the fire haz-
ard in this city. The bore of the cyl-
inders is 5 4 inches, the stroke 6 1- -2

inches. B.The transmission is selective type,
having three speeds forward and one
reverse, direct drive on third speed.
The two side chains are driven by in-
terchangeable sprockets which are
bolted to rear wheels.

There are five brakes. Two are ex-
ternal contracting bands operated by
pedal lever, and when in operation
brake directly through sprockets and
side chains to rear wheels, taking all
strain off the transmission, bevel drive
and differential gears. Two are expan-
sion cast shoes, bolted to rear wheels
and operated by emergency hand brake
lever. There is also a clutch brake
automatically operated to prevent
clutch from spinning when released.
Both emergency and foot brakes are
provided with equalizers.

Wheel Base 172 Inches.
The wheel base is 172 inches, tread

62 inches, and the wheels are of wood,
artillery type, with steel bands for
tires and brass hub caps. Hubs are
fitted with taper roller bearings. The
wheels are of specially compact con-
struction which will not loosen under
the most severe strain. The tires are
solid rubber.

The car has electric self starting and
lighting system and a specially design-
ed steering gear. This is of the worm
and nut type, with extra large bearing
surfaces. The steering mast is placed
on an angle and provided with an 18-in- ch

steering wheel. Seats having high
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back and sides are placed near the
center of the frame accommodating
two men. The seat and dash are pro-
vided with brass mounting handles.

Firemen besides the driver and theman in the seat beside him ride on therunning boards, as the body of the car
occupied with hose and other equip-

ment that is carried.
750 Gallons Per Minute.

The capacity of the four stage cen-
trifugal pump at normal speed without
crowding the engine is as follows:
With 120 pounds net pressure at pump
discharge, 750 gallons per minute; 160
pounds pressure, 600 gallons: 200
pounds pressure, 450 gallons; 350
pounds pressure, 1S7 gallons.

It will be possible to run four lines
hose for water, which may be

further increased in number by Y con-
nections.

The regular pump equipment con-
sists of two 10 foot sections of
rubber fire engine hose, with proper
couplings and strainer; one 10 foot
length of flexible cotton rubber
lined suctign hose, with couplings for

hydrant connection and reducer
for 2 1- -2 inch hydrant connections:
one compound pressure vacuum gauge;
two compound hydraulic pressure
gauges: two-pla- y i,ipcs with three tips
each, assorted sizes, and two spanners,
one 4 inch, two 2 1- -2 inch.

Chemical Equipment.
The chemical equipment includes

the 40 gallon chemical tank, two threegallon fire department extinguishers,
200 feet of chemical hose, and all the
necessary appurtenances. Three extra
charges for the 4i) gallon tank are
carried.

Fire Equipment.
In the fire equipment are a trussed

extension ladder, roof ladder with
folder hooks, two pickaxes one crow-
bar two brass lanterns locomotive
bell electric horn or rotary gong set of
tire chain. speedometer repair kits
and other appurtenances.

There is a revolving search-
light on the dash two 10-in- rigid
readliqhts in front, an oil tail lamp
mounted on rear step, and two Are de-
partment lanterns. An ample size tool
box is fastened at the rear of the
frame and in front of the rear step.

Extras.
Some of the other extras that are

to be given are one Siamese size of
suction with 2 2 inch standard size
outlets, two lengths of 2 1- -2 Inch hose,
10 foot long with female couplings,
two Underwriters' No. 7 copped ex-
tinguishers mounted in cups, three
acid jars, two to carry extra in cups
on machine, two soda bags or soda
canisters, brass rail back of chemical
hose basket from side hand rails, body
divided through center to carry two
lines of hose, two grab handles fit-
ted to end of dividing body the shape
of letter B. bur.ker boxes under both
sides running board 4 1- -2 inches
deep. 4 1- -2 feet long and 12 inches
wide, four brass lanterns suitably
mounted, two rubber buckets suitably
mounted at rear under ladder brackets
siren horn, locomotive bell mounted
back of driver's seat near chemical
hose basket, towing irons built to
chassis to tow two apparatus, bunker
box at rear to be as large as possi-
ble with shelf to be divided at the
center.

The piece of apparatus is painted
the standard fire department red and
has the name Norwich Fire Depart-
ment No. 1, on it.

HOSPITALS IN WINE
CELLARS OF RHEIMS.

Wife of Italian Consul Tells of Her
Experiences.

Boston, Dec. 16. After ten months'
service as a nurse in makeshift hos-
pitals in wine cellars of Rheims and
more recent service on the Italian
front. Mrs. Daisy Mazzucchi. wife of
the Italian consul at Rheims. arrived
today on the Cretic from Naples. Her
daughter Rita. 9 years of age, accom-
panied her during her period of ser-
vice as nurse in Rheims while the
German bombardment was In progress
and afterwards, when she cared for
approximately 2.900 wounded soldiers.
Two other nurses and her daughter,
whom she still calls "Baby,' were her
only assistants.
