There may be complications
which need full investizgation !n or-
der to obtain all the facts and be sure
of the ground upon which this coun-
iry stands, but it cannot tolerate the
deliberate murder of non-combatants,
among whom are included citizens of
this country and to whom proper pro-
tection 5 not only due, but has been
Promised. Such a two-faced position
on the part of Austria gives the best
evidence of just how much reliance
can be placed in its word and future
condnct,

JUSTICE LAMAR.

By the death of Associate Justice
Joseph R. Lamar the country and the
United States supreme court loses a
Jurist of long-recognized abllity and
whose services during the five vears
he has been on the bench of the high-
est court in the land have beon mark-
ed by consclentious effort and inde-
[atigable work despite the Infirmities
which were gradually increasing
thopgh one of the youngsst members
of the court. Ordinarily a man of his
Years, 58, would have been looked
upon as likely to serve the country
for & much longer period of time, but
his fll health has for some time been
giving warning to the cantrary and
legisiation had been under considera-
tion, which would have made It pos-
sible for him to have retired under
full pay.

Justice Lamar was one of the ap-
pointees of President Taft, selected
because of the manifestation of abil-
ity which had come to the attention
of the chief executive through his
work in his home state of Georgia. In
naming him, a democrat, the presi-
dent demonstrated his bellef that qual-
ificatione rather than politics should
govern In the makeup of that tribunal
and Justice Lamar throughout his
career on the bench justified the con-
fidence that was placed In him.

Though the name of Mr. Taft s
now being urged when it comes to
filling the vacancy, and such advocacy
comes even from Georgina, the fact
that there now remain but two dem-
ocrats In that court is likely to elim-
Inate all pessibility of his cholce de-
spite the fimess which he has shown
for the place.

Bread Tickets and Mentless Days.

Bread tickets and two “meatless”
days & week suggest the verge of fam-
ine to the person not famillar with
life in the localitles where such pre-
cautionary measures are being ap-
plied. Vienna and the greater part of
Austria are at present subject to the
limitation in food which the bread
ticket, wheat-bread prohibition and
meatless days fmply. But the fact is
that nobody is deprived of anything
by these regulations. People eat as
much as before with the difference
that some of the things they eat have
been prescribed.

The bread ticket system allows ev-
ery person three ratlons dally each
of 70 grammes of rye bread, or 210
Erammes, not quité a half pound, for
the day. The perwon feeling the need
of more ferinaceous food can augment
this apportionment by buying wheat
cake and pastry In the restaurants
and cafes, and, if still unsatisfied after
that, can have an unlimited quantity
of “nockerln” dumplings—for which
the Austrian kitchen fs justly famous
or he can order a dozen portions of
fame. At a pinch the walter may be
?Iﬂhed into increasing the bread ra-

on.™

It may be asked what, under such
conditions, is the value of the bread
ticket arrangement. The manager of
a large Vienna restaurant supplied the

answer.

““The bread ticket prevents the waste
of bread which formerly obtained,” he
said. “We were in the habit of put-
ting baskets with rolls and cut bread
on the table. Many of our patrons
could start to eat as many as four
rolls and not finlsh a single one. The
remainder had to be thrown Into the
swill barrel. Right now flour is too
ecarce to be fed to pigs™

A “meatiess” day in Vienna and
Austria is a misnomer. In fact it is
merely a “beef-porkless™ . and not
even that altogether. Butchers and
restaurants may on “meatless” or
fieischlose” days sell any kind of meat
with the exception of fresh beef, veal
and pork. Pickled and preserved beef,
veal and pork may be sold, however,
50 many fresh mutton and lamb, ev-
ery kind of poultry, fresh and pre-
served game and fish. [t cannot be
sald that the "meatless™ day works a
hardship on anybody. Fresh beef and
pork can be bought the day before for
the “meatless” days.

But what really has hit the Vien-
nese hard is the lack of whipped
cream, without which they formerly
could not drink their coffese. Not only
plain or condensed milk may be had,
