Before making known his declsion
O'Connor went to Willlam E. Carey,
holder of & forfeited Springleld
franchise, and told him frankly he
wouldn't conslder putting in an appi-
cation if Carey wanted it. He sald he
would not be the man to stind in
Carey's way, but if Carey wanted to
change his mind before it was too late,
O'Connor would not consider the prop-
osition for a minute. When Mr. Carey
declared he wns just as firmly con-
vinced as ever that the merger prop-
osition was the only sound proposl-
tion for baseball In this sectlon, O'Con-
nor deéclared he would go ahead, and
later through a third party announced
his application for the franchise.

‘O'Connor's home fs in Windsor
Locks, Conn., snd every winter he
usually is employed in Springfield. It
was his fine backstopping soveral years
ago that earned him promotion to the
Pittsburgh club, of the National league.
dHe staved with the Pirotes Jlong
enough for them to win the National
league championship and world's title
In 1909, He was turned over to the
Kansas City club of the American as-
soclation and last spring jumped to
the Pittsburgh club of the Federa!
league, where he obtained a three-
vear contract. Two years of this con-
tract have yet to run, but since the
declaration of peace in the baseball
world, O'Connor doesn’t know Just
where he is at. HHowever, he feels
he will ba able to make satisfactory
arrangements if the Eastern associn-
tion operates.

Mr. Carsy says he does not blame
O'Connor in any way for taking up the
chance to segure a franchise In Spring-
field. *“I oam unable to see ¥et,” he
declared, “that there iz anvthing but
the merger in New England. The pub-
lic has been clamoring for the merger,
the press has heen hoosting it, and you
can't convince me, now that the op-
portunity is at hand, that the public
doesn't want it.

ONE ARM TWIRLER
ACCOMPLISHED FEAT

Pitcher Dailey Pitched No Hit, No
Run Game.

Probably no more interesting feat
hns been recerded in the history of
the game of baseball than that accom-
pllghed by Plicher Daiflay of the Cleve- }
iand club, then in the Natlonal leazue,
who 32 Ymra ago established a rec-
ord by pitching a no-hit, no-run game
against the Phliadelphia team. Some
of the pitchers have placed thelr
names In baseball's hall of fame by
their ability to pull through nine in-.
nings of baseball without allowing a
batter to reach first base,

Dalley’'s performance appears, on
the surface of things, to have no more
mnterial value to the averages base-
ball enthusiasst than that of several
other pitchers who have duplicated
hig feat. But the fact that Dallev, al-
though a first cinss pitcher in his
day, was possessed of only one arm
adds to the Importance of his accom-
plishment. »

There have been few one-armed
pitchers or other baseball players and
Dalley must necessarily be placed
alone as the only one-armed pitcher
in the history of baseball to attain
such heights as those which' attend
the winner of & no-hiy, no-run game.
