TRIED FOR BREAKING
INTO RAILROAD CAR.

Earl May and Truman Brown of New
London. Before Superior Court.

Karl May and Truman Brown of
New London were placed on trial in
the superior court here on Friday aft-
ernoon before Judge William L. Ben-
nett and a jury on the charge of
breaking; into a freig-h-t car of the New
Haven road on the afternoon of De-
cember 6 in the Fort" Neck freight
yard in New London. May was em-
ployed as yard clerk by the road and
Brown was a brakeman.

Boxes of merchandise In the Var
were found broken open.

The accused were defended by At-
torney a. Curtis Morgan and. State
Attorney Hull was assisted in the
prosecution by Attorney Warren Bur-
rows.

Martin Kane of Providence, a special
officer in the employ of the road, waa
the first witness. He told of finding
the seal of the car broken and of list-
ening outside the car for several min-
utes while he heard the sound of
axes being used Jn the car. He founa
Brown and May inside the car when
he went in through the door and they
made offers to sea it the matter
couldn't be fixed up, he said.

On cross examination Mr. Kane de-

nied that he told the two accused In
the New London police station that if
they told who did break into the cars
he would intercede tor them. He also
denied that he tried to get May to tell
when he visited him in the New Lon-
don JaiL He also said that he made
no search of the men's clothing at the
time of the arrest to see if yiey had
any stolen property on them.

John Widerhold of New Haven,
freight conductor on the New 4laven
road, who was In charge of the freight
train that was running from New
Haven to Midway, described his duties
as to taking the numbers and initials
of cars and seeing that all were seal-
ed. He produced his record showing
that the broken into freight car waa
reported in good condition upon Ar-
rival at New London and it was bound
for Putnam.

The attorney for the accused said
that he conceded that the ear waa O.
K. upon arrival in New London and

- William M. Kane of Providence, spe-
cial officer of the Providence division
of the New Haven road, which takes
in New London and as far . west as
Waterford, testified to being in New
London on Dec. on orders to look out
for thieves and to get into the Fort
yard without letting anyone know what
he was there for. He told of seeing
Brown and May pushing open the door
of the freight car and saw Brewn go
Into the car and May after him.
