Authorities Will Give Verdict in Case
in a Few Days,

Although the verdict in the case of
the five disqualified Yale athletes will
not be given for two days, it Is known
that the unlversity authorities favor
barring the quintet permanently. The
decision of the special committee in
whose hands their case rests reflects
that of the faculty and the corpora-

tion.
Opinion of Board.

A member of the Yals Ourporation,
the university governing body, today
reflected its opinlon in the tollowing
positive janguage:

“I will tell you Jjust how the cor-
poration feels in the matter. It feels
like supporting the executive commit-
tee and it feels like asserting that the
athletes, under Yale eligibility rules,
are outside the pale of membership
on Yale athletic teams. The corpora-
tion has more than once during the
mestings this fall expressed {tself as
feeling that deciding the cases of the
five athletes is outside its jurisdietion.

““The five athletes have been glven
hearings in plenty. They have ad-
mitted their fault and have resignad
from membership on TYale athletic
teams,

*“It {s & baby act to talk about the
wreck of a nine at this time. TYala
athletes must obey eligibility and all
other rules. They agreed to obey them
and have rot done so.

“Yale has not changed its eligibility
rules as other universities have done,
but we must be judged by ours, and
we propose to do so. In the present
casze a rule of long standing has been
broken. The flve athletes have not a
leg to stand on in their plea for rein-
statement. The law is clear and they
have broken (t.

t*“Here & Yale we propose to play
according to the rules and to & our
medicine if we break them. e have
tried to be good spo at Yale. We
propose to keep on trying. Athletes In
seeking reinstatement after being dls-
qualified for breaking rules are not
good sports, and to my mind those
persons who as alumni 6r undergrad-
uates, urge us to reinstate the athletes
are not good sports.”
