GERMAN CONSUL ROH
ADMITS WRITING LETTER

Taken at Falmouth by British Agents
from Glpt-in Von Papen,

New Orleans, F’eb‘ 10.—Dr. Paul Roh,
German consul at New Orleans, today
admitted to The Associated Press that
he wrota the letter taken at Falmouth
by British agents from Captain Franz
Von Papen, recalled German military
attache, and which British officlals sald
was signed with the initials “R. V. M. "
and ascribed by them to R. Von Mey
senbug, former German consul at New
Orileana.

Dr. Roh was shown a photographic
copy of the letter which has been re-
ceiyed from London.
on the photographic copy resembled
that of Dr. Roh on official papers in
the possession of other persons here,
and, when told of this, the Qerman
consul readily said he wrote it.

{n only Von . Mevsenbug {n this
city Baron Ernest Von Maysenbug,
formerly acting German consul here,
but who for several years has been en-
gaged in the cotton business. Dr. Roh
In a statement to The Assoclated Press
eaid he admitted writing the Von Pa-
pen letter in order to clear Baron Von
Meysenbug of any connectlon whsat-
ever witi the letter which might have
been attributed to him.
