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GERMANS UNABLE
BREAK FRENCH LINE

Engaged in One of the Greatest Battles of the War
Around the Fortress of Verdun

——

FRENCH COMPELLED TO WITHDRAW THEIR WINGS

Teutons Are Inspired by the Presence of Their Emperor and
Are Led by the German Crown Prince, Frederick Will-
iam—Germans Are Forcing the Fighting, Seemingly Re-
gardless of the Cost of Life—French Guns Have Answer-
ed the German Guns Shell for Shell, and the Casualties
on Both Sides Are Very Great—On the Russian Front
There Have Been Engagements From the Riga Region
to East Galicia. With No Great Results.

Inspired by the presence of their
emperor. and led by Crown Prince
Frederick William, the German troops
are engiazed in one of the greatest bal-
tles of the war on the front centering
around the fortréess of Verdun, Attack
has succeedey]  attack against the
French iine after bombardments, in-
cessant and terrific, continuing for sev-
eral dayvs.

While the Germans have not been
able, degplte the rain of shells and
furious onslaught: by the infantry, to
break the French line, nevertheless the
French on their right and left wings
hive been compelied 1 withdraw their
lines respectively to the somh of
Ornes and behind the town of Samog-
neux, six miles north of the fortress.

Intensity of Artillery Fire,

Only between Maluncourt and the
left bank of the Meuse has there been
any diminution in the intensity of the
artiflery fre. With Brabam, Haumont
and Samougneux and the wooded sec-
tions north and northeast of Beaumont
in thelr possession, the Germans from
the Meuss easty d to Fromezey are
forcing the fighting, sesmingly regard-
less of .tin: cost of life,

French Answer Garmans Shell for Shell

The Frenclh guns hiave anawered the
German guns” =shell Tor shell and the
“Fecaatifies on hoth sides are very
Ereat. The French officinl report de-

scribes the battlefield betwesn the
Mense and Ornes as plled with German
dead.

In Champagne at several poinls and
in the Argonne forest German works
have been pounded by the conventrated
fire of the French guns, while in Lor-
raine the French repulsed a German
reconnoltering party which attempted
to capture a French post north of St
Martin.

On the Russian Front.

On the Russian front from the Riga
reglon to Fast Galicia there have been
engagements at various puints, bul no
arewt results have been atinined by
either side. In the Cauncasus, Petro-
griad reporis that the Russians con-
tinue successfully to press back the
Turks. The usual activities by the
Austrians and Itallans on the Austro-
Itallan lines continve,

French Air Sgquadron Drops Bombs.

A French ailr sgquadron has dropped
a large number of bombs on the out-
skirts of Mets, a biz fire being observed
after the attack.

Official announcement has been made
in the Japanese diet by the minister of
forelgn affalrs that Japan does not in-
tend to send troops to ald the Rus-
slans,

The Earl of Derhy has accepted the
chalrmanship of the Joint army and
navy board, which will control the
British air sérvice.

demand which has deadlocked the
mine owners and their ‘employes for
nearly two weeks. No direct offer

has vet been made but sufficlent inti-
mution Lo heen given the miners of
the intention of the operators Lo make
them feel confident that a four state
wage scale will be agreed upon be-
fore the New York conference ends.

When the joint conference resumed
its deliberations today after a recess
of u week, the whle question of wage
seale was again referred to the Sl!h-
committes which immediately contin-
wed ity discussion of the mine run de-
mand. The miners told their emplov-
ers they wanted the run of mine sym-
tem not as a matter of policy. but as
a matter of dollars and cents; that
they desired to be pald for every pound
of ¢oal they produced.

The man was said to have with i‘;im
on the yacht several trunks and sult-
cases containing an elaborate ward-
robe, £14.905 in cash and a certifled
check for $5,964. payable to the bearer
and drawn on the “Manhattan company
of New York.! There were saveral
endorsemenis on the check, police said,
the last one being the signature “John
H. Putnam & company.” This was th
name of an alleged fraudulent conce
organized by Lyman in New York.

The yacht is sald to have been
chased in Tampa last Saturday
two men whose names were given as
“Smith” and “Olsen,” and who, the
police say, recently brought the vess=el
here from Chicago,

The man arrested is clean shaven,
but the police elaim that he was seen
recently in Tampa wearing a small
benrd like that worn by Lyman, The
atithorities alsp say that a man an-
swering Lyman's description and be-
lieved to be the one under arrest re-
cently expressed a trunk from Tampa
to Jacksonville. The trunk still is un-
clalmed at Jacksonville, where it wasé
sent addressed to “A Cisco.”

The man whose name was given as
“Olsen” was on the yacht when the
arrest was made today., He told the
police he had no ifden where the ves-
sel's new owners intended to take her.

New Orleans, La., Feb. 24 —Reports
of wvastly Improved conditions nmong
fiood victims in the vicinity of Neaw-
ellton and St. Joseph were offset to-
night by appeuals for aid from three
Loulsiana towns which reviously
had pot been reported in distress, Im-
medlate rellef was requested in mes-
sages to Governor Hall from Bavou
Cortableau, in St. Landry Parish; Ze-
rena in Catahoula and Lismore, in
Concordla parish.

A second appeal for help alzo was
received from Deer Park. The report
stated that the land had been inun
dated almost ¢wo weeks and that the
people wore forced to sacrilice their
lives 1o check antd were facine starva-
tlon.

BRITISH ILES SWEPT
BY SEVERE SNOW STORM

Ten Lives Were Lost and Extensive
Damage Done to Shipping.

London, Fel. 25, 3.23 a, m—Ten
lives were lost and extensive dan*age
wae done to shipping as a result of
vesterdny’'s snow storm which swept
the British Isles. Nine men of the
steamer Carleton were drowned when
the wessel sank during the gals off
Deal. In Birmingham where cight in-
ches of snow fell, a woman diad in the
strecls a sa result of intense cold

Reports from the provinces show
snowTalls in various parts of England
varyving from five to ten inches in
depth. Only two inches of fell in Lon-
don and its suburbs, but the traffic was
sreatly hampered because men wers
unavailable 1o clear the snow away,
The need of men for the §.mu pur-

pose also was fell In the provinces.

Steamer Blown Up
in.Boston Harbor

TWO MEN KILLED AND TEN OTH-
INJURED.

CAUSED BY GASOLINE

Schooner Sank Soon After a Rescue
Fieet of Harbor Craft Had Taken
Survivors from Cabin Roof—One

Man Missing.

Boston, Feb. 24.—The fishing schoon-
er Mary C. Santos with 22 men aboard,
wug blown up in the harbor by an ex-
plosion of gasolens today. Harry
Fisher and Prescott Bent were killed
and ten others of the crew were sent
to hospitals for treatment. Joseph
Lewis was unaccounted for late to-
night and is Dbelieved to have been
drowned. The schooner sank soon af-
ter a4 rescue fleet of tugs and dories
had taken fromm a perch on the cabin
rfoof those of the crew who had es-
caped injury.

Men Blown Into the Water.

ODutward bound for _her home port,
Frovincetown, the sch! er had stop-
ped off the fish pier In South Boston
to take on a stock of gasolene from an
oil barge. Several cans had been taken
aboard when the explosion shattered
the forward part of the craft, tearing
through the galley in which part of
the crew were at supper. Some of
those seated there were blown through
the house into the water, among them
the men who were killed.

FARMER KILLED IN
DISPUTE OVER LOGS.

Father and Two Sons arrested, Charg-
ed With Crime.

Woodstock. Vi, Feb. 24.—In a dis-
pute over the ownership of logs, Al-

bert . Gibhson, a farmer of Sharon
wius hilled today. Charles Leighton,
who claimed the logs and his sons,

Watter and Newell C, were arrested
and lodged in jall here tonight, charg-
ed with murder.

According to the officers who made
the arrests, Gibson said he purchased
the logs from John Gibson of Sharon,
and went to the wood lot today to haul
them away. While he was loading
a sled, Leighton and his sons put In
an appearance and declaring that the
logs belonged to them, ordered Gib-
son to unload them. His refusal to
comply with the demand was followed
by & shot from a rifle held by the
elder Leighton, it is alleged.

Gibson fell to the ground with a bul-
let wound in the leg and nccording to
the officers, he wa=s attacked as he lay
there by the Leighton boys, who
struck him over the head with sled

=takes. Four men whom Gibgon had
taken along as helpers wepT present,
but it i= alleged thal when they at-

tempted to go to his nssistance they
were held at bay by Charles Leighton
who threctened them with his rifle.

74 YEAR OLD MAN
ARRESTED FOR BURGLARY

Man Without a Home Broke
Window to Get an Overcoat.

New York, Feh, 24.—Charles Miller,
4 vears cld, who sald he had ne
liome, was arrested today. charged
with burglary in having broken the
window of the Wallach Hrothers'
clothing store at 265 Broadway, with
a stone und tnken an overcomat.

Zrussian wiar and had come to this
country in 1874, taking up his resi-
dence In Chicago. He prospered, he
sald, and was very happy with his
wife and three children until, in the
short period of six months, an epi-

domic of diphtheria caused the death
of all four of them. Miller =aid grief
over his joss and the collapse of his
business led him to drink hablitually
to excess, and, ufter his means had
been dissipated he robbed a place to
2ot food,

FRENCH LINER ESPAGNE
IS UNDERGOING REPAIRS.

That is Given as the Cause~for Post-
ponement of Sailing.

New York,

Feb, 24—The salling of
the French

line steamship Espagne,
schedulsd to leave here for Bordeaux
tomorrow, has been postponed until
Monday or Tuesday of next week, nc-
vording to announcement miade here
today by local officers of the line. All
passengers booked on the Bspagne
have been transferred to the Lafay-
etie, to leave Saturday.

The postponement of the salling of
the Espagne, officers of the line said,
was due to the necessiiy of completing
repairs on the ship, which left drydock
today. Denying that the delay had
anything to do with the recent warn-
ing to prospective passengers In letters
that the ship would meet with mishap
from German submarines, the officers
asserted that the line would continue
to ook passengers on the Espagne for
the pestponed date.

GUNNERY ON AMERICAN
SHIPS ON DOWN GRADE.

Admiral Winslow Does Not Believe
Navy is Even Moderatsly Efficient.

Washington, Feb. 24. Admiral
Winslow told the house naval commit-
tee that gunnery on American ships
started on the down grade soon after
it had Leen brought to its most ef-
ficlent point during President Roose-
yveit's incumbenecy.

“Juszt lately” he added, “the Gepart-
ment began working out a new sys-
tem of finding the fault with our
FuUnNnery. They are finding them. In
my opinion, however, if we had had a
eeneral staff. our efficiency would
never have gone down.”

The admiral maintained that the
original plan under which the general
borrd was created was Intended to
lead to a gencTal staff.  That, he zaid.
was the vital need of the navy; all
military functions should be under the

direct control of professionally train-
ed naval officers,

W. R. Curtiss and Fireman McGinnis,
which is contrary to the rule,

Failure of Signal System to Work.

Other evidence adduced today was
that the signals on the stretch of track
involved in the disaster were In good
working condition before and after the
acclident. However, it was testified
that there have been complaints of
the failure of the signal system to
work properiy, these averazing about
one a week. In most of thase cases
the signal was set gt “danger.” In flve
or =ix instances, it was testified since
the installation of the system, eignals
have shown what is known as “false
clear”

Engincers. signal men .trainmen and
other employves of the company wers
among the witnesses. Most of their
testimony related to the operation of
the signal system ang the Interpreta-
tion of the rules governing engineers.
Woodment Signal Set at “Caution

John W. Heath, section foreman at
Woodmont, and probably the last man
to see Engineer Curtiss and his fire-
man =alive, testified that the signal at
the Woodmont tower, which was the
lust bhefore the collision, was set at
“eaution” against Curtis’ train.

FIGHTING AT VERDUN
IS ON THE FIRST LINE.

French Have Thres Other Lines at
Strategical intervals Behind the First.

Paris, Feb. 24, 5 p. m.—The Temps
ft= military review estimates that

in

the Germana are employving on the
average«ten Infantrymen to every e
feet of front, where the attac is

fiercest north of Verdun—that is, over
a line eight miles in length between
Erabant and Ornes.

The reviewer maintains that the op-
erations are not necessarily prelim-
inary to an attempt to besiege Verdun,
but comprise an attack upon a wide
part of the front of which Verdun
forms o part of the rear support. The
attacks, he déclares, are still held with-
in the first line works, while there are
three other lines at strotegic intervals
behind the first. The=e lines are more
solidly constructed and more elaborate
In their nature than the first lines, as
work on them could be done at lelsure
without the svorkers being within the
reach of the German re.

STRIKE OF 30,000 SHIRT
MAKERS IN NEW YORK,

Want Shorter Hours, Higher Wages
and Abolition of Sub-Contracting.

New York, Feln 24—Thirty thous-
and membery of the shirtmakers, boys'
walat and ironers unions, Iin more than
two hundred establishments here
struck today for shorter hours, high-
er wnges and the abolition by the
moanufacturers of the practice af sub-
contracting. T'nlon officials declared
that in some cases machine operators
or sub-contractors as they are called,
employ as many as eight and ten
workers and pay them whatever they
please, In this way., it was said. the
manufacturers evade the responsiblli-
ty of fixing uniform wages and hours
for all the workers,

BIG FIRE IN STORAGE
PLANT AT PITTSBURGH.

Number of Men Are Reportad Miss-
ing After $500,000 Blaze.

Pitisburgh, Teb. 24 —Fire swept
through the plant of the Union Storage
compuny here today, completely des-
troying one warehouse and wrecking
ancther with & loss of $500,000. Twen-
ty five men_at work in the plant were
believed to have escaped, although a
number of men were reported missing
arite the wnlls of the destroyed build-
ing collapsed.
