NEW TRACT OF LAND

~MORE LAND FOR HOUSING GO.

Takes Qver Washington Street Property and Will Erect
Houses Immediately—Purchase Made From George W.

Carroll.

The Norwich Housing company has
purchased from George W. Carroll, a
tract of land on Washington street,
about 270 feet deap and 07 feet wide

and will make Immediate plans for the
erection of seven or elght modern

PAYABLE AT ONCE.

ment of Obligations.

An interpretation of section 5, chap-
ter 264 of the public acts of 1807, and
of sectlon 2, chapter 13§, of the acts
of 1509, relating to the time for the
payment by towns of amounts due the
stnte on account of the construction of
highways, has been given Compiroller
Wehster by Attormney General George
E. Hinman in response to the comp-
troller's request. The Iinterpretation
will be of special interest to town offi-
clals,

The attorney general says “the time
prescribed by law for such payment is
the time when sald statement is sent
to the town by ths comptroiler.” The
statute says that the payment by a
town of ita obligations for road con-
struction shall follow the sending of
& notice by the comptroller of the ex-
istence of the obligation.

The attorney general further says
that when the highway commissioner
files a statement with a town of the
amount which # owes the state, the
sum named in the statement is payable
at once.
