FIRE BROKE OUT
IN CLOTHING STORE.

Smoke.

A fire was discovered in the Franik-
lin Hall hulldint on Main street Mon-
day evening at 7.25 and an alarm ‘was
rung in from box 82.

It is
not known at present just what the
damage will be, but it will probably be
congiderable, mostly from water and
smoke. Thers was said to have been
about four or five thousand dollars
worth of stoek in the store and insur-
ance wns carried to the amount of two
thousand dollars The department
handled the fire in a splendid manner,
which if not controlled might have
done immense damage. John MoQuil-
lan of the Monigomery company wWas
overcome by smoke and was taken to
Dr. O’Nell's office for treatment.
