MAKE NO MORE CONCESSIONS

Te Retain AmWesrs Friendship, .Told
of by Roy 8. MacEIw.

N'ew Tor. March 7 --Th general
feeling among many noted men In
Germany Is that the government there
had exhausted all efforts to retain
America's friendship and could do
nothing farther, according to Roy S.
MacElwee, secretary of the American
consul general in Berlin, who arrived
here today on the Norwegian-Americ- a

liner Krlstianafjord. He has returned
to visit relatives and will go to Wash-
ington official business.

"Germans feel," Mr. MacElwee as-
serted, "that there is a manifest moral
sympathy in the United States la fa-
vor of the entente allies and that this
is going to prolong the war in that
Germans believe that the allies feel
that they have the United States to
call upon in case of necessity.

"The general feeling is that Ger
many has exhausted all its resources
to retain the friendship of the united
States and can go no further.

He added that Germany is taking
care of its babies and that thev are
not suffering, as has been reported, be
cause of scarcity nf rank. There is i

shortage of food. Including cheese, but
ter and cream, he said, but the re-
sources are by no means exhausted.
and there have been no bread riots to
his knowledge In Berlin.

UNLICENSED RADIO STATION

William T. Scofield of Stamford Fined
$5 and Costs on Two Counts.

New Haven. Conn-- March 7. Wll
liam T. Scofield of Stamford was
found guilty in the United States dis-
trict court today on charges of iuiTing
a radio station which had not been
licensed and of operating a station
without having an operator's license.

Relatives of
victims of the' Lunitanla disaster can
not collect money on insurance policies
to which a war rider was attached, ac
cording to a decision handed down here
today by Supreme court Justice Clar
ence Shearn.

Mrs. Albert Lloyd Hopkins, whose
husband, the head of a shipbuilding
concern," lost his life on the Lust tan la,
sued the Connecticut General Life In-
surance company for 340.000. the
amount of a policy taken out by Mr.

More than a thousand
rebels were kil'.ed, several hundred
made prisoners, and a large quantity
of arms and ammun'tion captured.

"The government troops in Hunan
have had a similar success in the sup-
pression of the disturbance. On March
3 they attacked two thousand rebels
in Mayang, Hunan. The skirmish be-
gan at 3 in the mornirer and lasted
nine hours. The rebels were defeated
and hotly pursued. More than four
hundred of their number were killed."

"And I have no doubt we shall
succeed In eecuring an army sufficient
for our purpose, made up for the most
part of single men, and at the same
time leaving behind all those essential
to the carrying on of the industries of
the country'."
