Murphy was one of the men who
kept the Athletics fighting. Even
when he lost some of his speed his
knowledge of baseball and his strong
spirit of competition made him val-
uable. He assisted in the strategy of
the team as a bench player.

Murphy is known to Worcester fans,
although perhaps not many of the lat-
ter day fans know It. Danny Murphy
started his professional baseball ca-
reer in "Worcester. To be sure, he
played only a few days, but it wasn't
because he did not have the ability to
stay. He quit because he preferred
to go back to play semi- - professional
baseball in Attleboro.

When Dan went to Worcester he
tried out for second base and showed
ablity to play the position from the
start, even In spite of the fact that he
Jumped on an all-gra- ss diamond at
the oval, where the games were
played. Everything was serene with
rhe Worcesters. Jtot it did not last.
Murphy was homesick for Attleboro
and refused to continue in "Worcester.

He later came out under Jack
Tige. who was manager of Worcester
Connecticut League team in 1904,
Tigc was manager of Norwich when
he grabbed Murphy. He sold Murphy
to New York, but even then Murphy
preferred charms in Norwich to thegreat, white way and back to Norwich
he went. But when he got to Philad-
elphia he stayed with the Athletics
until the Athletics got through being
a big team. Murphy was turned down
and he went to the Brooklyn Feds.

FINANCIAL AND

MARKET WAS ACTIVE

Speculative Element Seemed to Have
Recovered From Alarm

N"W York. March 9. Taking today's
market as a criterion. Wall street, or
at least the speculative fraternity,
seemed to have recovered from the
alarm occasioned by recent political
and diplomatic controversies. Trad-
ing was on the largest and broadest
scale of recent weeks and almost
wriclly on a rising scale of values.

A41 quarters of the share list par-
ticipated in the advance, which gath-
ered force at the progress of the ses-
sion despite considerable realizing for
profits. Specialties again scored the
most substantial gains, the metal
group being particularly prominent.
American Zinc rose 5 to the new rec-
ord of 8S 1- -4 and Greene Cananea
Copper also made a new maximum on
it? rise of S 2 to 53 S.

Shares of the independent steel
companies, as well as equipments, mo
tors, oils, fertilizers and Mencantile
Marine preferred, rose from 2 to al
most 5 points, while various sundry
issues of no especial description were
appreciably better. Lackawanna Steel
was foremost of the war stocks, rising

3- -8 to 7S 2.

Perhaps the most impressive and
helpful feature was the steady advance
of Cnited States Steel. whi-- gained
t -2 to 84 1- -2 on transactions rang
ing trom l.uuo to over 4, two shares.
Steel's strength wash attributed to
yesterday's announcement of an ex
pansion of the corporations opera-
tions and presumably in anticipation
of tomorrow's tonnage statement for
February, which is expected to show a
material increase in unfilled orders.
Incidentally, Bethlehem Steel, on very
few offerings. ro3e seven to 484.

Texas Company led the petroleums.
which were unaffected by reports of
further disturbances of Mexican ori-
gin. Rails were higher bv 1 to 2
points, with the exception of New Ha-
ven, which was weak in the early
trading on suspension of its proposed
higher freight rates by the Interstate
Commerce Commission, but recovered
later.

Germany's declaration of war against
Portugal became known in the final
hour and contributed to the general
shading of prices toward the end. To-
tal sales amounted to 710,000 shares.

Exchange on Germany fell to the
new low rate of 72 8, hardening a
trie at the close.

Bonds were irregular, with total
sales, par value, of $2,400,000.

FARM LOAN MEN
CAN'T BE IGNORED.

Bankers' Journal Says Hollis Amend-
ment is Full of Surprises.

In an editorial on the rural cred-
its bill reported by Senator Hollis
"with amendments" on February 13
last the March Journal of the
American Fankers asociation refers
to its as "Interesting and full or sur-
prises in that it opens up quest ions
which are more than Incidents of the
plan to provide a means whereby
farmers mny borrow money on long
time land mortgages. The editorial
reads in part:

through banks, trust companies or
other established airencies. pending
the time when the farm loan board
shall have educated the farmer up
to the advantages of borrowing
money under the new plan.

land banks there is provision for theorganization of joint stock land
banks, which are to be the
creations of private enterprise. These
banks can do about anything the
farm land banks ran do, but bor-
rowers will not subscribe their capi-
tal and the government will not help
them.
