Columbus, N. M, March %—Fran-
cieco Villa, outlaw Mexican bandit,
raddde United States territory today.
With 500 men he attacked Coluimbus,
killeq at least 1§ Americans and fired
many buildings before he was driven
back across the Internaiional border,

Al least 250 troopers of the Thir-
teenth United S:iates cuovalry f llowed
the Villa band Into Mexico. Reports
to Colonel H. J. Slocum, commanding
United Statee troops nt this point, late
today stated that Villa had made a
stand five miles =outh of the border,
where spirited fightlng ensued.
this engagement an unnsmed private
was killled and Captain George Wil-
llams, adjutant of the Thirtcenth cav-
alry, was wounded..

The small detachment of troopers
under Major Frank Tompkins and H'-
mer Lindsley, fighting dismounted,
made a determined stand agalnst the
renewed sattack and at last reports
were holding them.

Raid Costly to Bandits,
The raid on American territory
proved costly to the bandit chieftain.
The bodies of 18 bandits, including
Pablo Lopez, second in command, had
been gathered and burned before noon
and troopers reported an undetermineqd
number of dead still lylng In the
brush.

“Deoath to the Amerleans” Villa's fol-
lowers fought with desperation.

Quick Response of American Troops.

The first volley brought American
troopers into almost Instant action

for snipers posted at Villa’s directlon.
COther bandits, creeping close to Amer-
fcan homes, enticed a number of civil-
lans Into the open with English-spoken
Invitations. A number of fatalities ars
attributed to thls ruse Stores were
looted, oil wns poured upon frame
structures and the match applled by
still other bandits. The postoffice wng

Prominent People in Court,

ward Duke, member of parlinment for
Tixeter, who acted as counsel for Mr,
Moore, in opening the case sald that it
| wits only fair to say that the defend-
onts were not reaponsible for the libel
|and that be expected to recelve as-
surances which would permit the case
to be closed forthwith on terms which
had been agrecd upon,

Mr, Duke then explained that Mr
Moore had been a close f{riend of
General French for some years and
that he had visited him at headquar-
ters in France. He eald further that
his client had been assoclated in busl-
ness undertakings with the Duke of
Argyll, Lord Rowland HIll, Lord
Francis Knollys, Sir John Rolieston
ond otber influnetial men and that the
itbel grew out of the fact of the
friendship between General French and
Mr. Moore and the fact that they
shared a residence In London.
Accusations Denourced as Mallcious.

These focts, he sald, were made the
basls of odious imputations that Mr,
Moore had obtalned military secrets
and betrayed them to Count Von

It was further
charged that Mr. Moore had used his
position and the services of a mem-
ber of hia family to work mischief
against the cause of the allies.

Duke denounced these charges as be-
Ilng mallcfous inventions, the fact be-
ing that General French had consulted
Mr. Moore upon mliliiary problemsa re-
quiring sclentific knowledge and In-
dustrial experience, problems which it
was not in the public interest to dl-
viuge. This work, he said, extended
over a considerable period and neces-
sitated eeveral visits to General
French's headquarters.

Regarding the charges involving
Count Von Bernstorff, counsel sald
that the wvisit Mr. Moore had pald in
Long Island was to Theodore Roose-
velt,

Turning to the imputation that Mr.
Moore's sister was involved, Mr. Duke
said: *“His only sister is an invalld
lady residing in Canada, who bhas
never met Count Von Bernstorff.”

Statements Confirmed by Lord French

Lord French confirmed the state-
ments of Mr. Duke in general. Aaked
whether Moore became acquainted with
any military secrets, Lord French re-
plled emphatically: "There i8 not a
shadow of foundatlion In such a charge.
I absolutely deny It

Lord French testified further that
Mr. Moore rendered valuable services

Killed Four Americans.

Tuesday, Mrs. Wright related, Villa
bandits attacked employes of tha Palo-
mas Cattle company engaged in round-
ing up cattle, killing four Americans.

Mrs. Wright sald her husband, Ed-
| ward John Wright, formerly of Hous-
ton, Tex.,, and Frank Hayden, a youth
employed at the La Booker sawmlll,
were taken from the Wright ranch on
March 1st and presumably killed.
When she was taken prisoner and
forced to ride away with a detachment
of Villa's men under Colonel Nicholas
Servantes, she sald a bandit ordered
her to give her baby to a Mexlican
family.

Mrs. Wright was cared for today at
the home of Mrs. Slocum, wife of Col-
onel Slocum. There she told the story
of her capture and experiencea from
the time she was taken from the ranch
at Colonia Hernandez, west of Pearson,
where the de facto Mexican govern-
ment was roported to have malntained
a heavy garrison for the protection of
Amerijcans.

Villa Rode Handsome Charger.

Until yesterday, she sald, Villa wore
civilian clothes, a queer little round
straw hat and rode a small mule, but
Just before the fight this morning he
appeared clad in a trim military unl-
form and rode one of three handsome
sorrel chargers which had not been
used during the long march. Mra,
Wright said Villa led nearly 1,500 men
on the sleeping American town at
which were quartered less than 300
American troops,

Had 3,000 Men, 6,000 Horses.

She zald some of the men detalled
to guard her during the march north
told her that Villa had 3,000 men and
6.000 horses.

“It appeared to me as If he had twice
that many men and horses,” she
added,

Just before she and her husband
were taken prisoners with the Hayden
boy, Mra. Wrigh: sald, the Villa men
told her they had ralded Colonia
Juarez, an American Mormon settle-
ment west of Pearson, looted all the
stores and had killed some of the for-
elgners,

Pretended to Be Carranza Soldlars.

“Servantes with 12 men came to the
ranch the night of March 1s." Mrs,
Wright sald. "“They pretended to be
Carranza soldlers and asked me If I
had any food to sell. My husband and
Frank Hayden were at Pearson buying
supplies. 1 told them we had only a
little flour and meal—just enough for
our family and the family of a Mexi-
can employe. 1 was cooking, In ex-
pectation of my husband's arrival

e, and Servantes asked if he misht

buy food for some of his men. 1
him T woilld give him and his men
something to eat.

Stripped the House.

“It was just about dark then and my
husband came into the yard with two
pack mules which he unloaded. As
=200on as that was done some of the
Mexicans caught and saddles the ani-
mals. My husband came Into the
house and sald ‘That looks bad’ I

1 pro ted agaln and Ser-
vantes sald he would order the flour
to be returned, but the man to whom
he gave ithe order never moved,
Husband Tied to the Gate.

"My husband was taken out to the
gnte of the ranch yurd and tied there
with Ma¥den. I went out with the
baby to him nmd saw that they
had also made a prisoner of the Maexi-
rin who had been working about the
place. A Mexican! soldier ordersd my
hushand not to talk. I snld to my
husband: T am sure they intend to
| kil you' The soldier told me to shut
up and my husband sald he though®
everything would be all right If T went
into the house.

He sald It was too
cold for the baby outside. T went in-
| to the house but soon afterward a

soldier came in and sald my husband
wanted to ses me. When T went out
he told me to leave the baby with the
wife of the Mexican who had also
been taken prisoner. I did that. The
soldier and 1 went out together after
he told me that my husband was at
the top of a hill a short distance away.

Placed on a Pack Mule.

“The soldier told me to mount be-
hind on his horse. When [ refused
he put me on one of the pack mules
taken from my husband. I waa sus-
plelons and sald so. I did not see my
husband. When [ ecalled he 4!d not
answer, then I sald: ‘1 am going back
to my baby.

“*The soldler replied: “We have
given your baby to o Mexican family.’
That made me frantic and I eried: °I
am going back to my baby,' whersupon
the wsoldier drew his sword and de-
clared that If T did he would kill me.
1 dismounied from the mule but he
forced me back and I knew then I
Wwas & prisoner,

Rode All Night.

“We rode all that night and reached
Jiminez, where we made camp for
threea hours. Three hours was the
lonzest we sver stopped In any twen-
ty-four untll we reached the Boca
Grande river.

Villa Refused to Talk With Her.

“1 saw Villa at Jiminez but he re-
fused to talk to me. ‘T am too busy,’
he would nlways say. ‘Talk to one of
my colonels—that 1s what they are
for." Throughout all the nine days I
was a prisoner I slept only In the sad-
dle or the camp a little while with
my head against a tree, or stump. The
men guarding me treated me weil and
one of them told me that Villa's men
did not love him but were ruled en-
tirely by the fear he had Instilled In
them., Villa was protected from as-
sassins throughout the march by his
officers—a score of colonels and gen-
erals—and by a picked body of men
known as ‘dorados’ who camped and
rode by themselves.'

Meat and Water Gave Out.

Mrs. Wright then told of how the
meat supply and water gave out dur-
ing the march northward through the
desert region of Chihunahua and how
men, thoroughly exhausted, would
drop from thelr hormes, only to be
beaten and prodded with swords by
Vilia's officers until they re-mounted
agaln and jolned tha column.

Knew of Intended Attmok.

“From the first I knew that Vila
intended to attack Columbus” Mrs.
Wright continued. "It was freely dis-
cussed by the men and the officers.
Some of the latter told me that Villa
Intended to kill every American they
could find, but they pointed out to me
s an example of thelir decision not to
barm women. Later as we approach-
ed the border from Boea Grande, the
seme officers told me that Villa—his
rage growing as he neared the bound-
ary—would make torches of every
woman and child as well as of every
man in Columbus,

To Kill Everybody In United States.
“'He Intended, they sald, ‘to kil
everybody in the United States and
would be helped by Japan and Ger-
many." At Boea Grande I saw evi-
dence of their determination. I did

Saw an American Killed.

“1 did see another American killed
He appeared in the road just ahead
of the column and a squad took out
after him.

shot him in the neck, The Ameriecsdh
ran nhout forty feet and fell. The
Mexicans stripped him of hils clothing
which they divided.

Tried to Force Her to Fight.

“When we left Boca Grande 1 plead.
ed 10 be released,” Mra. Wricght added,
“but Servantes, with a smile, tald me
that instend he Intended to give me a
the Mexicans against the gringoes.

The oMcer In charge
of the company I was with sald: “We
will lay the town waste' and Vilia
sald: ‘We are to make torches of every
man, woman and <hlld to be found.'

Crossed Border as Sples.

"As we entered the ditch leading past
the American army camp below Co-
lumbus the captain of my ocompany
told me that he and 20 other officers
had crossed the border as sples and
found that only a few American sol-
diers were In camp, that the others
were farther west. He added that
everybody expected an easy time cap-
turing and burning the town and de-
ptroying every American In . The
Mexican Inhabltants, he told me, were
to be spared.

“l1 wns in the llne Vilin threw along
the railroad tracks after hia troops
had swept eastward through the Unit.
ed States camp. A bullet hit the sad-
dle of my horse as | stood dlamounted
behind 1t. Vilia sent his men across
the tracka into the town. Soon [ saw
buildings on fire, then the American
troops apparently got Into action and

"Villa rode among the men, cursing
and threatening to shoot any man who
ran away. An old soldler named Mauel
who sald he was too sick to fight, had
been detajled to guard me. He said if
he could he would return to American
