HEARING ON GROTON
AND STONINGTON ROAD.
President R. W. Perkins Among Wit-

nesses Before Interstate Commerce
Commission.

About 100 persons gathered at the
hearing in Mystic Friday morning be-
fore the interstate commerce commibs-
sloners regarding the increased rates
of the Groton and Stonington line of
the Norwich and Westerly Traction
company. The meeting was conducted
by Attornev Alton Gerry of Washing-
ton, D. C.,, examiner for the commission.
Attorney Benjamin Hewitt for the
complainants of the town of Stoning-
ton and Attorney Warren B. Burrows
for the town of Groton appeared. At-
torney Hayes of Washington and At-
tormey €, L. Avery of Groton were
present for the troiley company.

The first witness was Miss Nellie
Edmunds, a teacher in Mystlic, Hving
in Westerly and making trips back
and forth on the line. Her complaint
was In regurd to the use of the school
tickets by the teachers, She had tnught
for three years and up to Nov, 22 had
paid o fare of nine ¢=nts, there being
three three-cent special rate tickeis.
After Nov, 22 it had cost her 20 cents
for each trip, one way.

B, F. Willams was the next witress
examined. He stated he had been vic
president of the road from 1806 till
was sold out and leased to the Norwich
and Westerly Traction company, Sald
the trolley had run into Rhode Island
and came under the jurisdiction of the
Interstate commissloners., AMr, Wil-
liams said the preferred stock sold for
$200,000, the common stock for §400,000
and the bond issue was $400,000.

That the fare from Groton to West-
erly wns 30 cents and a special rate
tlcket was In forve between Stonington
and Westerly of seven and one-half
cents the regular fare being ten cents
Over the Oid Mystic line there was
also a specinl tlcket of three and one-
half cents instead of fice.

The financial condlition of the Groton
and Stonington road had always been
good, had pald all bills, dlvidends, in-
tereat on bonds all through his term of
office. Said a epecial rate ticket for
teachers nand pupils hoad been used in
both towns of Stoninzton and Groton,

Dr. C. F. Conzdon of Mystle testi-
fiesd that his duties as health officer
muaile it necessary for him to use tha
troliey froquently, that he had used
special rale tickets.

On Nov., 22 this special rate ticket
had heen refused by the conductor
who finally took it after a heated de-
late,

He maid no cards were posted and
the first he had known of the chanse
was a notice in a Sunday evening pa-
per of Nov. 21, the change going iInto
effect the next mornine.

Fredericlke Brewer, chalrman of the
school bonrd of the town of CGroton,
used tickets in Stonington as well ns
Groton.

Attorney Al'vn Brown of Narwich
appeared for patrons of the Norwich
and Westerly Tractlon Co. in the town
of North Swenington in regard Lo fares
and package rates.

President R. W. Perkins of this city
snid he was president of the Groton &
Stonington, the Norwich & Westeriy
Traction Co., the Shore Line Eleetric
road and the Storinge & Iesasing Co.
of Nourwich and New London. He said
the Shore Line Electric road operated
180 miles of trolley line. The Groton
& Stonington wns operated under a
money rental of $26.000 a year. That
the first period of the lease of one
vear had elapged at this figure und
thnt the econtract had been renewed
for 10 years at this same price. He
produced a cony of the schedule pot-
ed at W=zhingion and nid that it had
also been posted In the office of the
line in Mystic.

The last witness ecalled was
Owen J. Jennings, secrelary of
school board of Stonington.

It is the same thing that has
bean brought out befors and emphn-
sizes strongly the valus of the work.
That is, a man who submlits samples
for scoring regularly, is bound to
mnke Improvement.

The bacterial counts were excaption-

ally low. Thers wers only thres sam-
ples that scored off heavily on bac-
teria, the scorea belng 0, 8 and 5. Of
these, one man was feeding corn fod-
der and grain at milking time, and
using an open pall. The other two
men geemed to be taking the neces.
sary precautions to produce milk of
low bacterial count. They reported
their utensils as washed and scalded.
It has been proved that the utensils
are an important source of bactleria
unless they are thoroughly sealded or
sterilized. There Is some question as
to the efficiency of the scalding pro-
ceéss as it is carried on in many places,
The water must ba so hot that hand
ran not be held in it, and kept hot un-
til all the utensils and bottles are
cleaned. They should then be invert-
¢d in some protected place where they
will not become contaminated. The
average bacteria score of all who have
exhibited to date and have reported
the use of a sterilizer, s 31L%; for
those reporting washing and scalding,
262 and for those reporting washing
only, 20.8. These relative scores are,
of course, not due entirely to manner
of cleaning utensils, but they indicate
that unsterilized utensils are o source
of bacterial contamination.
The data tabulated from the replies
on the question blanks show In gen-
eral that thers must be a coordination
of all the factors conducive to the pro-
duction of high quality milk, coupled
with good sound “cow sense” on the
part of the herdsman, to produce milk
that will score 90 or above,

The three sampla sof butter which
scored off heavily, showed poor work-
manship, the tendsncy being to a
mottled and gritty product. Sugzges-
tions were made to the makers, which
are bound to bring about improvement
if they are followed. One eéan accoms-
plish wonderful improvement In the
art of butter making, by following out
established methods .and these hutter
scorings are even more valuable to
the butter maker than the milk scor-
ing to the milk man.
