THE GREAT BASIN.

A Remarkable Region of Desert, Min-

eral Development, and Irrigated
Oases.

Continental surfaces, as a general
rule, are drained by streams flowing
to the ocean, but there are some ex
ceptional areas which have no out-
ward drainage. The Great Basin is
such an area. It was so named by
Fremont, who was the first to gain an
adequate conception of its character
and extent. It lies near the western
margin of the continent and la sur-
rounded by the headwater divides of
rivers tributary to the Pacific Ocean.

Roughly, the Great Bafin is bounded
by the Rocky Mountains on the east
and by the Sierra Nevada on the west.

The Great l.asln ie a region or oi
versified surface features, including

tain ranges with many lofty peaks. It
Is not, as the name might suggest, a
single pan-shap- ed depression, gather-
ing its watera to a common ceater. but
Is divided into a large nunvber of in
dependent drainage areas.

Arid plains are abundant in this re
gion, and some are so extensive that
they apear almost boundless. The
climate of the region is very dry, the
average annual rainfall varying from
10 or 13 inches in northern Nevada to
less than 3 Inches in the south and
southwest. In the spring the barren--
looking soil brings forth a truly sur-
prising variety of beautiful and deli
cate flowers, most of which disappear
entirely as the parching heat of sum-
mer comes on. Timber or even trees
of any kind are. as a rule, exceedingly
scaijce. Herds of small wild horses, or
mustangs, roams over some of the less
frequented mountain ranges, but, like
the ubiquitous coyotes, they are shy
and are not likely to be seen from the
train.

LARGEST RIVER IN

WESTERN ASIA.

Euphrates Lays Strong Claim To Be-

ing Most Historic on Earth.
(Special to The Bulletin.)

Washington, D. C March 13. The
Euphrates Is the largest river in
Western Asia, and civilization is re
puted to have come into being upon
its banks. For six thousands years at
leat empires have risen and fallen on
its plain, conquering armies have.
marched to battle, and a hundred ci
ties have come up out of the earth and
fallen into obliterate ruin again.

Dcfjcribing this great river as tt
runs its seaward course today, the
National Geographic Society, whose
headquarters are in this city, nays in
a statement given to the press today:

The Euphrates lays a strong claim
to the honor of being the most his-
toric river on earth, and certain It Is
that in the region it drains, along with
its twin olster, the Tigris, man first
emerges from behind that impenetra
ble curtain which divides the known
frtun the unknown past.

then henceforth civilization
risen and fallen, nations have come
and gone, cities of rare beauty have
raised their proud heads above the
plain only to pass on into obliterate
ruin.

'The Euphrates rises in two arms,
flowing parallel to one another on the
north Bide of Taurus Mountain nar-
row valleys into which pour innum-
erable small stream from the high
Armenian plateau. The northernmost
of the two branches is the shortest,
but It is generally regarded as the
real source of the river. It lies To
the north of Erezum, while the longer
branch passes it to the south.

'The two branches are divided by
the wild mountain district of Dersim.

"After uniting, they form the Eu
phrates proper, which boldly breaks
ita way through the mountains by a
zigsag course that carries it now to the
rlgTtt and now to the left. Now it
flows for 30 miles at right angles to its
general course, then 60 miles parallel
to It, and then ISO miles at right an-
gles again, as though it were headed
for the Mediterranean Sea. Then it
winds to the South for eighty miles.

"Here it takes up its general tread
to the southeast and with innumerable
sharp windings and bends, but with
only a few broad curves. It heads Its
way to the sea. The air line distance
of the remotest spring of the Euphrates
from the sea Is only 800 miles, and yet
Its waters must travel 1800 before
they reach the sea.

"In the last 1200 miles of its course
the Euphrates is slow and sluggish,
wandering all over the land when tt
has oportunlty, making that which it
touches a marsh and that which It
cannot reach a desert.

"Its fall during the last 1200 miles Is
only 10 inches to the mile and it
broadens out so much that while tt
contains enough water to float the
greatest battleship, it Is so shallow
that at places a swimmer cannot float
in it.

"The river promises to rise this year
at a time exactly suited to the needs of
the armies fighting on its banks.

"It is beginning its annual rise this
mcnth, and will reach Its maximum in
May. When at Its flood stage it is
naviagable. and can play an important
part in military operations.

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR
The Backus Hospital.

Mr. Editor: As one who has come
into close contact with the publicity
the past ten years, and who has also
come into close touch with the Back-
us hospital, has had the opportunity
to note the equipment, and observe
the service it renders and is capable
of rendering to the community. I have
been surprised to find that the people
generally seem to know but little of
an institution, of which they have ev-eve- ry

right to feel justly proud and
thankful.

I have come to know the hospital
well, and I feel that it comparer fa-
vorably with some of the beds on our
country. Not only has it a beautiful
site, healthful location, and fine build-
ings, but an excellent equipment, and
the services of competent physicians
and surgeons.

A visit of inspection will "ihow that
certain of the wards are extensively
used and apparently appreciated, most
of the bed beins-- occupied, but it is
surprising to find that the whole
maternitv department, both public
and private wards, while used to some
extent, i t by no means doing nil that
it is capable of doing, or would do. if
the mothers of Norwich realized its
advantages "all the comforts of
home, with none of the discomforts."
The location of the ward gives com-
plete privacy and nniet: no noise of
street traffic or children: no disturb-
ance from inquisitive friends or cu-
rious neighbors. Even a casual in-
spection will show that the equipment
in this department is most complete.
The public ward is a large, bright,
sunny room, with an adjoining nurs-
ery The patients have the services
of the house physician and nurse, with
medicine, food, and laundry: and I
am told that the prices In this ward
are in the reach of all ranging from

nominal sum for those who are un
able to pay. up to the small amount of
en dollars per week for those who

can afford the full charge. No
Is refused admission to this

epartment. But the private maternitv
rooms must he seen to be appreciated.
Every room is a large outside room
with windows on two sides admitting
nienty of fresh air and ample sunshine.
The rooms are far larger than in the
malority of hospitals I have visited
even some of those' with national rep
utations. In this department patients
have their own private nurse and
physician: and all the proper equip-
ment necessary for emergency use.
which is lacking even in the best of
homes. I believe if the advantages
and qualifications for real service were
generally known, the hospital would
have to be enlarged.

This letter may seem somewhat like
an advertisement from the hospital
press-agen- t, nut I assure you that
what I write is on my own authority,
and if it seems biased in favor of the
hospital, It is only because of my In
terest in the institution which Is doing
so well. In one sphere, the kind of
healing, helpful work, I have been do
lng but poorly in another ministering
to the health and happiness of those
wl'h whom it deals.

The more I see and learn of the
Backus hospital, the more I feel that '
the people of Norwich should know it
more. Hoping that the hospital and
people may come to know and serve
each other better.

one-thi- rd of the cost per kilo watt
hour by having a contract with ono
or more producing companies," and
therefore, "it appears to be a good
business proposition, and one which
the commissioners must take into
consideration." I thought at the time
that this should be answered and
hoped that someone else would do so.

ow in today's paper Another Large
Taxpayer, under the heading. Why
Not Run It on Business Principles?
asks "If electricity can be bought for
one cent a kilo watt, why make it at
three cents? If it can be bought for
less than it costs to make, why spend
a single dollar on boilers?"

Mr. Bosue, the
and Mr. Kehoe, the present superin
tendent, both claim that it can be
manufactured for less than one cent
per kilo watt. One reason why it
costs more is because we are nearly
half the time keeping our present
plant idle, but with (practically all the
expense of running going on, that wo
may buy of the Uncas Power Co., if
they have it to sell.

Remember that J.011 per kilo watt
Is the charge at the station and that
to this must be added all overhead
charges, maintenance of lines, meters.
office expense, depreciation, etc, and
Unless von run siirn un with someone
Beside the Uncas Power Co., you must
maintain and pay for the maintaining
of a plant capable of taking up the
work at any time.

The cost of keeping the plant ready
and idle is nearly as great as keep
ing it going, so that the power is part
of the time costing quite or moie
than double what it would to make it.

The Uncas Power Co. cannot fur
nish at all times all the cower want
ed. If, as we expect, the demand in-
creases then you have got to expend
more money or find another source
from which to purchase more power,

The city of Norwich should sign no
contracts with any company but
make itself independent of all.

THE WAR PRIMER
By National Geographic Society

The Kelek All kinds of ships of
ships of war and of commerce have
been pressed into service in the great
European conflice. There are over
sea boats, boats and
under-se- a boats; there are super
dreadnaughts. battle cruisers, and dis-
guised commerce raiders; there are
great ocean greyhounds that yester
day were floating palaces of the ocean
carrying the wealth and beauty of
civilization on their migrations across
the sea. but that today are grim ha
vens of suffering where the wail of
pain and the shriek of anguish have
substituted the carnival of music anr
the sound of mirth.

But the strangest of all the kinds
of floating equipment that the war has
drafted into service is the kelek. De-
scribing this strange boat, the Nation
al Geographic society, with head-
quarters here, says:

'The kelek is probably one of tho
earliest forms of water transportation
used by our ancestors in Asia. It con-
sists of goatskins inflated with air,
tied beneath a framework of light
poles. Often as many as eight hun-
dred such skins are used to give the
boat the desired buoyance.

"The cargo is loaded on to the ke-
lek just as though it were a flat bot- -
tomed barge, after which the craft
begins its Journey down the Tigris or
the Euphrates propelled or guioea Dy
oars. When it reaches Its journey s
end it is broken up and sold as skins
and timber.

"The two great rivers of Mesopot
amia are very crooked and very ir-
regular In their depths. The air
line's distance between Diarbekir and
Bagdad is four hundred miles, while
the water route via. tjhe Tigris is
about one thousand miles.

At many places the river Is deep
enough to accommodate boats of con-
siderable draft, but at others it Is so
shallow that a man has difficulty in
swimming. But even over shallows
where a man cannot go as a swimmer,
a well laden kelek will float without
accident.

For thousands of years this buoy
ant boat has helped the people of
Mesopotamia to move their commerce
over the shoals and shallows of two
of the earth's moodiest rivers, and has
now come to play its small part in
the greatest war of human history.

LACK OF PREPARATION.
Just what lack of preparedness

means is revealed by the situation on
the Mexican border at the present
time. The troops of this country
have been there for many months.
There havo been constant threats up-
on the part of Villa to invade Uncle
Sam's territory and carry out Just
such a raid as has taken place at Co-

lumbus. That these were not idle
tales is shown by the manner in which
the rights of this country have been
repeatedly disregarded there. It was
because of this attitude that it be-
came necessary to patrol the border,
and yet now that the promises have .

been fulfilled and the lives of men
and women of the New Mexican
town, as well as those of a number of
soldiers, have been taken, there is
not possessed the equipment which
would permit of an immediate pursuit
of the bandits, at a time when such
would be the most effective.

There can be no question but what
General Funston Is right in declaring
that it would he folly to send a force
into' Mexico without making the nec-
essary preparations. He has dealt
with just such conditions and knows
what he is talking about. He knows
what is needed to run down and cap-
ture those who have terrorized the
towns along the southern border, but
it appears to be most unfortunate that
these very, preparations were not
made in advance so that everything
would have been ready for the imme-
diate continuance of that ipursuit
which was so admirably started by
Colonel Sloeum. It Is a lesson in the
lack of preparedness which is partic-
ularly striking at this time and which
cannot be overlooked, and in the
meantime, those who are sought are
getting an advantage of which they
are going to take full benefit.

STEEL CARS AGAIN.
Once again have the steel passen-

ger coaches demonstrated their value
in railroad wrecks. This time the test
was not made upon the New Haven
system, which has gone through
enough experiences of the kind al-
ready, but upon the Pennsylvania
which has established a reputation
for the ' small number of accidents
and the low percentage of deaths from
the operation of its trains.

In this instance the passenger train
plunged, into a wrecked freight with
the result that the engine and five
coacties lert tne rails while two re-
mained upon the track. That the
wreck should not have occurred if
railroad regulations had been properly
observed is as apparent in this case
as it was in the Milford wreck, but
something went wrong and the con-
sequences which are to he expected
under such conditions followed.

There is of course ground for an
investigation which will place the
fault where it belongs and see that
It is not repeated in the future, but
It is impossible to overlook the pro-
tection which was given to the pas-
sengers through the fact that it was
an all steel train. Instead of there
being a list of dead to report or the
burning of the coaches to increase the
danger of the traveling public, nothing
of the kind occurred and none was se
riously injured. That this must be
attributed in a large degree to the
fact that the car3 were of steel is ap-
parent. Unfortunate as the conditions
are about which suc!h demonstrations
center, it nevertheless proves that the
safety of the passengers is materially
increased Dy the steel equipment and
every such bit of protection is cause
for gratification. With progress being
made in preventing deaths, it is to be
hoped that as much will be accom
plished in efforts to prevent the
wrecks.
