Evening—Need of a Large Tax.

A special town mesting was held at
thu'tm&uuuonmvm for the
purpose laying a .n'ﬁ
linotth:ftpwnc ormmﬂhmfor pe
Il,’m for 1918. The m dia
not begin prcunfny on time because
ottba_ﬁ:ﬁuon of the electric cur-
rent, hall was in darkness at 8
o'clock, the time of the meeting, and
the light did not come on for a few

minutes. The meetl was called to
order by Town Frank P.
Fenton at 8.1§. M. E. Lineoln was ap-

pointed moderator and read the call
for the mesting. Treasurer Fenton
told of the financial condition of the
town. He sald that the town ran be-
hind approximately $16,000 on account
of extraordinary expenses. A six mill
tax was levi last year on a grand’]
list of $14, ,000 which ralses about
$64,000. This year It will cost the
town $11,000 more for schools, $8600
for cemetaries, 37.,580.86 for statas
roads, totaling $21,1%0.85, Added to
other expenses it makes an approxi-
mate expense of $168000. A T-mill
tax would not be quite enough and
the town would run a little behind. An
S-mill tax would leave a surplus
which could be used to pay up some
of the indebtedness. With the 8-mill
tax at present the town runs behind
EVery year.

A resolution was introduced by At-
torney Willlam A, King which read:
“That & tax of 7 mills on the dollar
be levied on the grand list of the town
of 1915 for the purpose of defraying
the expenses of the town for the fis-
cal year ending Sept. 15, 1916 The
motion was seconded. H. C, Lathrop
offered an amendment changing it to
an 8-mill tax. He said that he thought
anything less than an eight-mlill tax
would not be sufficient to take eare
of the town's expenses. That the
town had been running behind for
twenty years. We ought to pay our
running expenses each year. Yet we
comeé here ycar after year and lay a
tax that is mot sufficient. If 2 cor-
poration did business as we do It, it
would go into bankruptcy very short-
ly. George Elliot seconded Mr. Lath-
rop’s amendment. A vote was tallen
and the amendment was lost. Mr.
George Taylor made an amendment
that the ax be 7 1-2 mills. TUpon
vote this was also lost. The original
resolution calling for o 7-mill tax was
voted on and was adopted.

The selectmen during the six months
they have been in office have done
their best to keep down the town's
expenses and have succeeded in mak-
ing th xpnes for th first six months
geveral thousand dollars less thsn the
first slx months of the former admin-
istration, The need of a larger tax
has been made necegsary by approe-
priations made by the electors them-
selves, over which the selectmen had
no control.
