Fhflip McOormicln of Stonington
borough, a freight brakeman with
twenty-fiv- e years of faithful service in
the employ of the New York, New Ha-
ven and Hartford Railroad company,
and with an excellent record, was se-

riously injured about 8 o'clock Mon-
day morning. For nearly two years
he has served as brakeman for the
Westerly switch engine, engaged be-
tween Westerly and Bradford.
