NORWICH MAY PAY
PART OF EXPENSE.

Cost of Building Bridge at Niantic to
Be Borne by County.

The members of the finance com-
mittes, Aldermen Perkins, Kirkland
and 2Murray, together with Mayor
Rogers, held an informal pre
corference Saturday morning regard-
ing the necessity that will soon be an
imperative one of Increasing the rev-
enidy of the city fo a point wher it
will be sufficient to meet the constant-
Iy growing expenditures, says the
New London Pay. Each year there
are new demands, most of which are
reasonahle and just, upon the budget
but the income to mest the latter does
nal soar in proportion.

The latest financial problem which
New London will soon be called upon
to fece and which, In & measure,
prompted the deliberations of the
committes Saturday, is the matter of
the new bridge across the Niantle riv-
er which the county commissioners
are compelled to build !mmediately
by order of the war department. The
estimated cost of the structure is
something In the vicinity of $680,000,

This substantial sum must be pald
in whole or in part, very likely the
former, by the various cities and
towns of New London county. Such
being the case, the citles of New Lone
don and Norwich will, in all probabil-
ity, be called upon to contribute from
one-half, to two-thirds the amount,
which in the case of this city would
mean from 315,000 to $20,000.

money coming from? With a county
‘tax of that size and a state tax of
538,000, the mumicipal treasury will
start its annual marathon with a pret-
t¥ heavy handicap. The mal®fr was
only touched upon Saturday, but jt Is
clearly apparent to Mayor Rogers
anyg his associntes that something will
have to be done to meet the issue.

Self-evident Fact.
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of life
And Christianity, strong and
mighty today, came from that

Richter truly sald: “Jesus

a new channel.” Not by political might
and not by an army, but by His plerced
kands was this accomplished.

Did Jesus fafl? Let missions and
education and philanthrophy and lMt-
erature answer. More books have been
written about Jesus than about any
other historie character. In ome week
there Is more printad abowt Him than
about any one hundred of the world's
Ereatest men, More than two hundred
millions of dollars are yearly contrib-
uted In this land alone to the institu-
tions that bear His nume.

A blographer of Napoleon wrots the
life of the great military genius in four
volimes—two to set forth his rise to
power and two 40 describe his fall, The
blographers of Jesus tell only of His
rise. He goes on from glory to glory.

Christianity had a marvelous growth
in the nineteenth century. Education
and Christianity went bhand in hand
throughout the world. Of the twenty-
six English barons who signed the
Magna Charta only three wrote thelr
names and twent-three made their
marks. It is scarcely three hundred
and fifty years since British peers In
the House of Lords were excused from
service in parliament because they
were unable to write or to read. The
progress of popular sducation during
the past three centuries has been
chiefly due to Christianity. During
the last ten years of the nineteenth
century there were gained more than
double the number of disciples to
Christianity than were gained during
the first century of the Christian era.
The progress of Christianity dJduring
the past four centuriex has been four

times as great as its progress for the-

preceding 14 centuries. And who shall
say what progress He shail make be-
fore this century shall reach the close?

Out of this present world-war there
will come some good. He who now
moves over those wvast battlefiehds,
wounded afresh for our transgressions
will work out Hls divine purposes for
the redemption of men. He will make
the wrath of man to please Him. It
is sald that rising above the earth in
a balloon, especiaily over the crowded
city, the nolaes at first seem discord-
ant and displeasing but as cne goes
further up, & point is reached where
all the confusion of earth is blended
into music. So as we go on to know
Him and as we riss higher and higher
in the comprehension of His purpose
we shall find earth’s contradictions re.
