COLOGNE GAZETTE SAYS
SITUATION IS GRAVE

Claims United States Has One-sidedly
Opposed Germany.

Willimantic.

Beriin, via l.ondon, April 22 —The
Cologne Gazette savs It Is Incredible
that the American authoritlés stinl fajl
to realize that the situation between
the United Siates and Germany has
been rendered more grave, particular-
ly by the fact that the American gov-
arnment has steadily and one-sidedly
opposad Gorman suvbmarine warfare
instead of occupying Itself with ¥ng-
land's treatment of neutrals. In this
connectlon is cited the commercial
blockade and the seizure of maills by
¥ngland. Continuing, the despateh
say8:

“Germany conducted war with a
consideraticn for the Interests of neu-
trals which is really injurious to her
own Interests, whereas ¥ngland treads
under fcot internatlonal law, azainst
the interests of neutrals. Tngland
began the blockade and introduced the
oppressive treatment of neotrals a= a
War measure, ¥y resists this
and is now asked to surrender her
weapon because America refusad .to
peee the connection betwesn the two
things, how one grew out of the other,
The German people feel that a aiffer-
ent standard of measurement has
bean employed that aggravates the
difficnlties of the situation, whoss
gravity nobody mistakes ™
