There are threa
riuestions to be answered. First, Can
there be any resurrection days for us
now? Second, To what practical use
can we put the Easter feeling In our
hearts? Third, Should we limit to one
day In the year the real meaning of
the Easter storp?

The answers Rev.
are as follows: First. Every day may
mé a resurrection day. The Christian
is raised, renewed, resurrected dally.
Second. Can put the Easter feeling
to practical use by heeding the eall
to learn of and from Jesus who over-
come death and opeaned to all the life
of the spirit. To so learn how to live
each day that each day will open some
new phase of the worth of God's gifts
and the sreat value of every human
soul to God, the Father. Third. We
should not mit to one day the real
meaning of Easter. He who rose
centuries ago would wish us to keep
befare us constantly the real mean-
inz of the season.
