Great bensilts are
gained through thes teaching of those
who are mnot Informed thereon how
bables should be carsd for during the
hot weather season, but something
mors than instructions are necessary,
If there {8 not possessed the money
necessary to reach the desired ends
little benefit ecan be expecied and the
Instruetlons go for nought. If the
poorer people had the means to pro-
vide the fce for keaping the milkc or
the food In first class condition, there
might bo no oeecaslon for pointing out
to them how the heaith. of their chil-
dren might ba tmproved ar thalr suf-
ferines relieved or even prevented. Tt
is reasonnble to bellsve that they do
not deny thelr fam!lier becausa they
prefor smick children to weoll ones, but
thet It Is the result of clroumstances.

Thus, in view of the great amount
of good work which can be done for
humanity by the malsing of an Ilce
fund, thers exlsts an excellant oppor-
tunity for the peonle of this city te
join forces and ald by their mita In
the commendable cause, If thera are
ten or n dogen cames where such help
would not only ald the unfertunate
but perhaps save lives, theres should
be a ready response. Tt doesn't mean
much when many are interested and
Norwieh has not the reputation of
helng nizszardly when it comes to Im-
proving econditiona of this character.

PARTY PLACED SECOND.

True to thelr convictions, the thirty
or more democrats in congress showed
the same opposition to the granting
of independence to the Philippines in
& few years, as provided by the Clarke
amendment to tha Philippine bill, when
the time came for them to vote in the
house as they 4did in the party cauncus.

THE HOME AND THE SCHOOL.

Frequent are the Instances w
thosa who are brought in touch
educational work find that there is
not the proper understanding between
the home and the school. Too often is
the welfare of the child left entirely
to the influence of the school teacher.
There appears to be a pecnliar idea of
parental responsibility In a great
many cases, and In others the ends to
which the schools are working are en-
tirely misunderstood. This happens in
some instances because of a don't care
spirit and again because there Is not
enough interest to find out.

In order to overcome this situation
and to bring about a better coopera-
tion between the home and the schools
for the benefit of the pupils, there has
recently been instituted the National
Leaguos of Teacher-Mothers, the pur-
pose of which Is to have instructions
started In the home when chlldren
reach the agze of thres which will con-
tinue for a few minutes each day.
Thesa would be given by the mother
and would servelito not only get the
children acquainted with some of the
methods which would be found later
in the schools, but it wounld get the
mothers Interested in and put them In
closer touch with the schools,

The need of bringing the home and
the school closer together Is evident.
There are too many who look upon
the educational Institution as the place
for turning the children loose, or who
look upon the teacher as a nursemaid
who has nothing else to do but to give
her attention to such principles of dis-
cipline as ought to be taught at home.
Thus the possibilities of the leagne in
oringing the home and the school
nearer together are many, if it works
out as it is planned, but it Is more
likaly that it will suffer through lack
of Interest like so many other well in-
tended projects,

MEXICO A COUNTRY
. OF RICH MINES.

Humbold Well Described It As ths
Treasure House of the World.

(Special to The Bulletin,)

‘Washington, D. C,, May 2, — With
one-third of all the silver in the world
today having come from the mines of
Mexico, the metallurgle history of this
country has fully justified Humboldt's
famous description of 1t as the “treas-
ure house of the world,” according to a
bulletin l=sued today by the National
Geographic Society of Washington,
which says: : X

“A close contender with the United
States for the first place in the pro-
duction of silver—the¢ two having pro-
duced nearly sevenity per cent of the
world's output In 1914—and ranking
fifth as a gold producer, Mexico Is
easlly malntaining its position as one
of the world's richest nationas with
respect to minerals, a position it has
held since the Spanish conquistadores
first began to extort gold from the
vanquished Aztecs.

“When Cortez lznded in Mexico he
told the mnatives that the Spaniards
suffered from ‘a disease which only
geld could cure’, and the chivalrous,
credulous Astecs, it is sald, sent the
Europeans =reat wheels of precious
metal as well as ornaments of all sorts
which, reckoned in values of today,
were worth $30,600,000.

“Immediately after the conquest the
Spaniards began to work thae gold and
sllver mines of Mexico, but many min-
eralogists are of the opinion that thers
are gold mines which were known to
the Aztecs and worked by them but
which even to this day have been hid-
den frcm the white man, the Indians,
actuated by superstition, keéping their
secret. As if to substantiate this at-
titude of the natives, the handsomest
monument that graces the City- of
Mexito between the capitol and the
castle of Ohapultepac stands to the
memory of <Cuauhtemoc, the Atlzec

who refused to reveal to ¢
conquerors the source of his people’s
weslth, even though his torturers in

their endeavor to make him disclose

“All the stories of early mining op-
erations in Mexico are not blotched
with the-blood of peons. There Is the
interesting, authentic account of the
famous Avino mine, worked as an open
quarry and deeded by the owner to all
the white men who would bulld their
houses close together for mutual pro-
tection against hostile tribes, This
was the beginning of the prosperous
‘City of Sunshine’ Durango.

*“It is of the Durango vicinity, Inel-
dentally, that one of the most pathetic
stories of an anclent prospector's
blasted hopes is told. Thirty years
after the conquest a wealthy Spani-
ard, hearing of a mountain of solld
silver, started on a journey of explora-
tion. He traveled for days, hoping
each morning that the rising sun
would reveal a glgantic peak of glist-
ening treasure. At jast it came IngJ
view. He Pkastened on, but when he
reached the base of the mountain bhe
discovered that it was of iron instead
of sllver. Crushed In spirit, he camped
that night at the foot f the mass of
ferrous ore. Indiang fell upon his
tand and some of his followers were
killed while the leader himself was
mortally wounded. He died while
making his way back to the Capital.
This adventurer's name is perpetuated
in the famous mineral mountaln, Cerro
de Mercando, one of the rshapt out-
croppings of iron ore In the world

“No enclent mines of Mexico were
more Important to the aborigines than
thoee of obsidian, the glassy volcanic
rock from -which the Aztecs mmde
most of thelr edged tools and many of
thelr weapons of war,

“Innumerable are the stories of lost
mines which imaginative prospectqrs
are constantly ‘rediscovering’ for the
benefit of credulous investors. About
the searchies for some of these el dor-
ados there could be written histories
which would rival in pleturesqueness
and thriling adventure the most ex-
travagant romances of a Rider Hag-
gard, a James Fennimore Cooper, or a
Jules Verne.”

Senator Brandegee’s Good Work.

Although he tock a wvery little part
in the debate during the conslideration
of the army BiH, no member of the
senate was more active or influential
in securing the passage of the army
reorganization bill as it passad the
senate, than Senator Frank Brande-
gee of Connecticut. He was Chair-
man Chamberlain’s chief Heutenant on
the republican side and was ever alert
to take advantage of any situation to
secure the adoption of amendments
that would increase the strength of
the army.

The adoption of hia amendment
which increased the strength of the
army to 250,000 was the cimax of the
quiet campaien that the senator was
cond'ucting. When it was originally
produced wery few members thought
there was any prospect of its adoption.
But Senator Brindegee co-operating
with Chalrman Chamberlain and the
cother advocates of an adequate army,
worked unceasingly and surprised the
pacifists when his amendment came up
for adoption. -

Iy strengthens the position of the pre-
parednesa forces in the finanl con-
sideration o fthe bill, — Washington
Heralé.
