DOINGS IN THE AUTO wunﬁi

Carbon Should be Removed From Engine—Export in Motor
Cars Greatly Increased—Armored Cars in Maiti.

The mpproach of real . motoring
weather should mean the speedy
overhauling of all cars. <TCarbon may
e found in many engines, and every
trace should be removed before the
season of long tours and runs is here.

Of course, here and there is an
owner who has everything adjusted
to a micety and drives his car with a
“eweet-running” engine for 3,0000
4,000 and ecven 8,008 miles, without
the necessity of taking off the cylinder
head. Even though the necessity for
carbon removal does not exist— that
is to say, even though the carbon has
not had a sufficilently negative effect
on the operation of the engine to
make its presence felt—it is a fact
that its removal will go far toward
makipg even a ‘sweet running” en-
gine Tun more “sweetly.”

Of course, when alcphol or some
other clean burning fuel takes the
place of gasoline, at Jeast one of -the
contributory causes of carbone forma-
tion will be eliminated; but far re-
moved as the pericd seems or is,
even further removed is
when lubricants of petroleum or like
bases will be supplanted by hibricants
of strictly non-carbon deposing quali-
ties,

The method to be Tollowed in clean-
ing out the carbon will depend very
much upon the amount and nature of
the deposit, but however severe or
otherwise the case, If it Is an "at
home™ job, the use of kerosene oil as
a means Tor loosening the deposit on
the metnl walls will be found effective.

Before the real onslaught is made
it is 2 good pla to eocak all the parts
in kerosene for at least 24 hours,
This will allow a complete penetra-
tion 1o take place,

In the piston ring grooves or slots
will be found a good share of carbon.
The rings should be removed and the
slots attacked with emery cloth folded
over o thin stick, care belng exercised
8o that the metal will not be rubbed
away In the process, fTor then the
rings will it loosely and cause lealk-

=. Be sure that the very last trace
of abrasive Is removed befeore the pis-
ton sings are assembled.

Of course, the rings should be simi-
larly treated, Tor dirty rings are Hable
toto stick and, stuck rings cause poor
compression, overheating, an excess
of ofl in the cumbustion chember and
numerous other ills

No matter whether or sega.
rate head is provided, it is bm when
the removal of carbon s undertaken
to take down the cylinders 8o as to
lay bare these two repositories for the
products of the combustion of the lu-
bricant.

Such a thorough cleaning meed not
be indulged in more than once or
twice during an entire season, and if
the engine develops symptoms that
point to carbonization so that clean-
ing becomes Imperative at shorter in-
tervals, the causes for this rapid
carbonization EBhould be ascertained
and corrected.

The most common causes are too
much oil, too mmuch fuel or improper
ignition, either as to Iack of iIntensity
of the spark or lateness of occurrence,
Provisions are made for the regula-
tlon of all, and it is wise to attend
to the regulation promptly and K care-
fully. Thare are cases, however,
where cutting down oll supply
will cause important wearing pointa
to be ‘starved”™ This mna'l be quard-

againgt.
