In Holland. The time of their bloom-ing and that of the hyacinths, whenthe wbole countryside is et ablazewith crimson and gold, with turquoise
and amethyst, affords a wonderful andunforgettable spectacle which in nor-
mal times attracts many visitors fromforeign lands, but this year, a London
Times correspondent writes, the' annu-
al pilgrimage to the region of thehulbs was restricted almost to ttie
Xhitch themselves, who yearly go iythousands to the districts where fee
flowers are most extensively cultivat-
ed. The people go by rail and road,
in conveyances, and great numbers of
them on bicycles, a favorite means of
locomotion In Holland, where there are
no hills and the roads are excellent. It.
is a eight to see the bicyclists return-ing on these occasions, dusty, hot andhappy, their machines as well as
themselves laden and bedecked with
flowers.

No ene seems to know why Haar-

,'. COLLEGE FIELDS

Dartmouth Athletes Win N. E. Cham-
pionship.

Dartmouth college athletes, again
proved better than those of any other
member of the New England Intercol-
legiate Athletic association. At the
annual mqet, the wearers of the green
piled up a total of 50 2 points in
competition with 15 other colleges.
University of Maine, represented by a
smaller team, scored 92 1- -2 points, a
greater numfber than had been cred-
ited to a runner up in the 28 previous
meetings of the association, with a
single exception. Holy Cross and
Bowdoin shared third place honors
With 18. points each. ,

Four records fell. Andrew B. Kel-le- y,

a Junior at Holy Cross, was the
star. He led a group of sprinters in
the 100 yard dash to the unusual time
of 9 4-- 6 seconds, one fifth of a sec-
ond

Ibetter than the long standing
mark. Later Kelley raced in the 220
yard dash, and improved by 3-- 5 of a
second the time which had stood as
best for nine years, and by one-fift- h
of a second his own record breaking
performance in the trials of yesterday.
His time for the furlong was 22 6

seconds.
W. A. Savage of Bowdoin, raced andleaped to a new record mark in the

220 yards hurdles, his time being 24
2- -5 seconds. The previous record was
one-fif- th of a second slower. A rec-
ord Jump by Harry T. Worthington of
Dartmouth, in the broad jump event
did not stand. He leaped 24 feet, 3
inches, but the wind was ' with him,
and his performance was not recog-
nized officially. . .

MARKET WAS BULLISH.!

Railway Division Was the Center of a
Buying Movement. -

New York. May 22. Last week's
bullish demonstration in securities of
the better class was resumed withgreater breadth in all around activity
today, tho railway division being again
the center of a buying movement
wMch carried Heading to a new hieh
record and elevated some other poten
tial issues to highest prices in over a
year. Is'pecialties were under steady
restraint in consequence of profit tak
ing. Dux the few recessions in thatquarter were nominal as compared
with substantial gains elsewhere.

Heading did not get into action until
after the session had been half spent.
News from Washington to the effect
that the supreme court had rendereda decision favorable to coal companies
inaugurated, a fresh demand. The stock
was carried up to 109 3-- 4, 3 1-- 4 over
its previous best, and although Yield
ing materially at times, closed onlv
1- -8 under Its new maximum on a totaloutput of 200,000 shares or almost one- -
quarter of tbe day's business.

The Inquiry for Harrimans, St, Paul
and other seasoned rails was scarcely
