Washington for the industrial educa-
tion of the negro race,

hopeful, the nesro problem is not yet
solved,” said Major Moton. “While
there is great encouragement in the
fact that 70 per cent. of the negro
population can read and write, It ns
not safeé to assume that 70 per cent.
of ths negroes are fully and truly edu-
cated, Our progress in this country
has been wonderful and we have every
reason for rejoicing; but shiftlessness,
disense, thefficlency and crime are en-
tirely too prevalent among our people.
Color and conduct still count in this
question, but let us remember that
conduct counts more than color.”

A LASTING SETTLEMENT

Demonstration of Unity in House of
Commons With That Object.

London, May 25, 6.55 p. m. — The
house of commons has rarely seen a
demonstration of greater uni than

Asquith's speech took
an unexpected turn, for instead of giv-
ing detalls, he mude an eamest plea
for the settiement of the Irish ques-
tion by agreement among the contend.
ing parties In Ireland and announced
that David Lioyd George had under-
taken the delicate task of bringing the
hostile factions together.

The premier econcluded with an ap-
real that for & time all debate on the
question, both in e house of com-
mons and outside, e suspended, in
view of the adverse effect such argu-
ment might have on the &ifficult un-
dertaking facing the government,

BRITISH MILITARY
SERVICE FILL SIGNED.

In Giving Sanction, King George ls-
sued Message to the Nation.

London. May 25, 6.30 p. m.—The
slgniure of King George was today
affixed to the military service bill
recently passed by parliament.

In giving the royal sanction to the
bill, King George issued the following
message to the nation:

“To enable our country to organize
more effectively its military resources
in the prgsent great struggle for' the
cause of civlization, T have, acting
on the advice of my ministers, deemed
it necessary to enrole every able-
bodied man between the ages of 18
and 41,

“T desire to take this opportunity of
expressing to my people my recogni-
tion and appreciation of the splendid
patriotism and self-sacrifice they dis-
vlayed in raising by voluntary enlist-
ment since the commencement of the
war no less than 5,041,000 men—an
<ffect far surpassing that of any oth-
er nation in similar clrcumstances
recorded In hisiory and one which will
be a Iasting source of pride to fu-
ture generations,

*I am confident the magnificent spir-
it which has hitherto sustained my
people through the trials of this ter-
rible war will inspire them to endure
the additional sacrifice now Imposed
npon them and that it will, with God's
help, lead us and our allles to a vic-
tory which shall achieve the liberation
of Buarope."
