PUMERANTZ BROTHERS
PUT ON PROBATION

Judge Reed Suspends Sentence in" the
Criminal Court Friday. -

The three perjury cases against Na-
than Pumerantz and his brother Ben-
jamin Pumerantz and William Lub-chansk- y,

arising out of alleged false
testimony given during the trial of
Nathan Pumerantz for arson were dis-
posed of in the criminal superior court
in Norwich Friday morning, Nathan
and Benjamin Pumerantz were .both
placed on probation on suspension of
sentences of s in jail and
the case against William Lubchansky
was nolled.

Judge Reed reopened the May term
of the criminal superior court which
was adjourned from New London sev
eral days ago in Norwich at 10 ocloci

morning.. The case asainst Na
than, Pumerantz, who was acquitted In
Norwich a year ago on the charge of
arson in setting fire to his clothing
store in Bank street m 1815, charged
with perjury, was first called. Pumer
antz . pleaded guilty to the charge
against him and he was sentenced to
six months in jail and then placed
on Tirobation by Judge Reed. -

The sentence of six months in jail
which was imposed on Benjamin Pu
merantz in New London two weeks ago
wnen ne was lound guilty or perjury
by a jury was suspended and he was
also placed in the custody of Pro
bation Officer Mansfield.

A nolle wa sthen entered In thecase against William Lubchansky of
rew JLonaon who was charged with
the same offense.

The Pumerantz arson and - perjury
trials nave attracted considerable at
tention ior tne past twoyears and a
half. .

-

On Saturday night, December 12,
1913. fire destroyed the, clothing store
of Nathan Pumerantz In the Shea,
Duiiaing, wnicn was aiso damaged toa considerable extent. After an in-
vestigation by the state police who
suspected the origin of the fire
Nathan Pumerantz was arrested and
bound over to the criminal superior
court.

Last May he was placed on trial in
the criminal superior court in Nor
wich and ' after a trial or more than a
week he was acquitted. Immedi-
ately, his brother, .Benjamin, and
William Lubchansky were arrested on
the charge of perjury, state Attorney
Hull's Information against them alleged that the testimony of Benjamin
Pumerantz and Lubchansky given In
defense of Nathan Pumerantz at that
trial, was the cause of the acquittal.

Benjamin Pumerantz was tried in
the superior court In New London
about two weeks ago and a jury found
him guilty of the charge of perjury. He
was sentenced to six months in jail
by judge need ana on a stay of exe
cution in order to take an appeal to
tne supreme court or errors, Pumer
antz was released on ball or $1,600.

It Is understood ' Judge Reed dis
posed of the cases against the Pum-
erantz brothers by suspension of sen-
tence and probation in view of. the
fact that their punishment has been
so very seve already. Both have
lost everything they had in the way
of money, - business, etc, and by
pieaaing guilty t otne cnarge or per
jury Nathan Pumerantz has lost? all
chances of securing the Insurance
money in his suits against the Insur-
ance companies. . -

Under these circumstances Judge
need feciaea to give mem mil sen
fences and place them on probation,
which action was not opposed by
state Attorney HUU.

LIQUOR DEALERS TO
- PAY MORE TAX

New Federal Law Compels Stamps on
All Containers Now.

More worries are. in uta fnr Hmmt
dealers, according to announcement
made from the office of the" internalrevenue department. The department
has just promulgated a new ruling to
the effect that all containers of liquid
refreshments coming under the emer
gency ua, sucn as oarreis, jugs, aemijohns, etc. shall be considered here
after as containers within the meaning
of the- regulation which heretofore ap- -
pnea only to Dottles. "

While this rulins-- may seem a littlevague to the layman, it will undoubt-
edly be singularly clear and explicit to
the dealer. Under the emergency rev.
emie tax, the" dealer was required to
affix stamps of certain amount on all
bottles of still wines. For the first
ciess the tax was two cents' a quart.
for the second six cents and for the
third, which of course includes fchampagne. the tax was 20 cents.

Hlystio Man Sued to Recover Insur-
ance on Burned - Yacht Senta.

Capt.: J. Albert Fish of Mystic, who
some time ago was tried at Boston on
the tlrnrge of arson in burning yacht
Senta to collect- the insurance, has
wen the suit brought by him against
the insurance interests for the amount
of insurance on the yacht. Captain
Fish wts acquitted of the .criminal
charge a id at once took legal steps to
collect tne insurance.' :

The court of appeals in New York
has jus,t - handed down the decision,
which - directs the United States
Lloyds to pay Captain Fish J15.0O0.
The United' States Lloyds is an organ-
ization of 100 millionaires formed for
their .mutual protection in the insur-
ance.: of yachts and other . valuable
holdings, and the Senta" was insured
by that alliance. Frank A. Vanderlip
Is the head of the Lloyds. -

The Senta was burned to the water's
edge at Edgartown, Mass., where she
was at anchor, in October, 1910.

EMBARGO l0DIFICATlON
HELPS SITUATION.

Carload Shipments Do Not Have to
Pass Through Freight House.

Modification of the embargo on the
New Haven road .became effective at.
midnight Sunday, under ; which the
shipment of certain 'kinds of carload
freight from connecting lines is allow-
ed, but Which prohibits the shipment
of less Itian carload freight on to the
New Haven road from other lines. It
is said that the new embargo will less-
en tieups in freight because, the car-
load shipments do not have to pass
through the freight house, but are
placed on private sidings. Limited
quantities of anthracite coal can be
shipped here now.

The shipment of lees than carload
freight from connecting lines or coast-
wise steamships to points on tbe New
Haven is prohibited excepting food,
perishable, livestock, news print paper,
household goods and railroad freight.
In addition, an embargo is put on
freight, - except food and perishables,
from points on the New Haven to or
to- - be transferred at Bridgeport, New
Haven, New London, Water-bur- and
Plainville. Hartford is dropped from
this list in the new embargo. An em-
bargo Is in force under which bitu-
minous and anthracite coal, lumber
and cement from connecting lines and
by. water routes will be accepted'' in
limited amounts only. Lumber and
cement will be accepted to the extent
of one-thi- rd of the average dailv re
ceipts from each connecting tine for
may, ii0, wmie anthracite coal willoe; accepted to me extent of CO per
cent, of the average daily shipments a
year ago. Coal for hospitals, asylums
ana schools will be received, as will
also shipments for stations on the Cen-
tral New England railway.
