The cloth is already being actually
made in Austria. About 1,000 tons of
the fibre was produced there last year
under the auspices of the government,
which turned it over to various fac-
tories to be worked up.

After having been wash-
ed in a soap solution they are very
soft and produce a cloth having a fine
lustre. The yarn is pronounced con-
siderably stronger than flax yarn,
hence nettle cloth should prove re-
markably durable.
