AN EXCELLENT EXAMPLE.
At a time when the country is ex-

periencing' a falling- off in revenue and
when it is being forced to consider
new taxation for the purpose of meet-
ing the large expenses which condi-
tions make necessary, it is impossible
to overlook the action which has, been
taken by the citizens of Ripon, "Wi-

sconsin, where the ambition has pre-

vailed for some time, as in many
other cities of its size, to have a fed-

eral building.
This city, which has a population

of 5,000, sought after a slice of the
public building appropriation and is,
if the measure goes through as pro-
posed, to get $73,000 for a ipostofflce
building. Recognizing that the coun-
try has greater need for its funds in
other directions the people of that
community have petitioned congress,
asking that this appropriation be
turned towards national defense.

This is a bit of self sacrifice, which
will not build a battleship or provide
for the maintenance of an army in
the field for a very long period, but it
ail help3 in meeting such outlays as
the country must make if It is going
to properly protect itself.

The best part of it all is that there
is recognition of the fact that there
is no need for undue haste in the
erection of a public building in Ri-
pon. Such a proposition can wait. It
is a large item for such a small place
but no more than others are seeking
and willing to take despite the better
uses to which the money could be
put at this time for the good of the
whole country. There may be other
cities whose citizens will be impressed
by the action of this 'Wisconsin city
but it wiil be the first time that hav-
ing gotten a semblance of a clutch on
the pork barrel they have been willing
to let go without a struggle. The ac-

tion nevertheless should get the
thoughtful consideration of congress
when it conies to acting upon this big
appropriation bill. The people of
Ripon have unquestionably offered
some good advice.

At 8.30 the
inferno broke without any more warn-
ing than a boiler explosion. They al-
ways do British, or French, or Ger-
man.

"Five point mines" (that new 5.9
inch German shell), "whiz-bangs- ,"

trench -- mortar shells and "Silent Liz-
zies" (a naval gun shell of high veloc-
ity which is not heard coming until it
bursts).

"I knew what we were in for," said
the officer.

Anybody with any experience at the
front would know. At any time either
ciele wants to concentrate- - Its artillery
cn a certain frontage of trench that
frontage is bound to go down; and the
attacking side can rush its infantry
in and take the debris. The difficulty
is to hold it. This time the shells were
coming from the front and both sides.
According to the usual system they
were laid on both the front and the
support trenches with a curtain of fire
between the two.

"You know the kind of country it
is," thi3 quiet young officer from To-
ronto went on.

If he digs a
trench water fills it. Mostly he must
depend on sandbags roofs and walls
of sandbags. Ho cannot dig cellars
twenty feet under the earth and crawl
into them when the "cloudburst of
heii'' descends as in hilly and moun-
tainous country.

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CARRANZA'S REPLY.
From what has been intimated re-

garding the note which has becen sent
to this government by General Car-ran- za

in response to the communica-
tions fiom Secretary Lansing, it ap-
pears that the tipnit of the Mexican
do facto government has climbed
down off of his high, horse. It :'s fail-t-

presume that he lias erne to rec-
ognize the position in which he has
been placed by his inclination to as-
sume a defiant attitude, that he ap-
preciates his inability to carry on a
successful war against this country,
that he has not done all that he could
to have prevented the conditions
which led up to the crisis an that
he fully understands what the effect
would l,e of bringing on strife be-
tween the two countries.

When it is cleimed unofficially that
he has Ufsuir.cl a conciliatory atti-
tude it is only what was to be ex-
pected under the circumstances. Car-:anz- a,

by taking such a stand, shows
the bc.it judgment thst he has mani-
fested in a long time. He displays an
inclination to prevent war, instead of
encouraging i1, and he therefore dis-
plays a consideration for Mexico
which is of the greatest importance,
.specially if he is going to pose as an

advocate of pacification instead of
adding fuel to the anarchy which con-
tinues to prevail thera and bolster-
ing up bn.Jit rule.

Just what the influence was that
caused him to switch about is not as
yet disclosed, though he has apparent-
ly listened to those' representatives of
other Central and South American re-
publics who have been working to
prevent a clash between the countries.

It was nevertheless high time for
him to take the chip off his shoulder
and put his fighting spirit behind him
and it is to be horned that he will
continue to show the improvement in
future negotiations which it is indi-
cated that he has displayed in his re-
ply to this government.

THE PENNSYLVANIA'S APPEAL.
The possibility of a strike by the

brotherhoods of railroad men is a
matter which causes much concern
among the railroads of the country.
They all know what such a thing
would mean, and it can be appreciated
by the public, which would feel the
effects in. more ways than one, that
every effort should be made to reach
an agreement which will be in ac-
cordance with the facts in the case.

In order to set its employes, who
number a quarter of a million, to
thinking seriously on this subject, and
at the same time to call their atten-
tion to the manner in which the S3's-te- m

has been inclined in the past to
treat its workmen, the Pennsylvania
road, through its president, has post-
ed an appeal in all its stations set-
ting forth that no Just reason for in-
terrupting the service, such as would
be done if a strike takes pla.ee, exists.
It points out that the railroads have
offered to arbitrate every question
raised by the demands which have
been presented and calls, attention to
the fact that the representatives " of
the men, have rejected this offer. It
is tho hope of the railroad manage-
ment that the men receiving ,, strike
ballots, who number IS per cent, of
the employes of the system will vote
against a strike and that all other
employes " will use their ' influence to
that end, it being heid , that such a
course will preserve to each one of
'.he employes unbroken earning power,
to the public uninterrupted service
and to the railroad the continuance
of the1 earnings by which alone it can
perform its public duties.

Jt remains to be seen what effect
this ' appeal will have, but there ap-
pears' to be no question' but what it
is made in the spirit of fairness, that
it is a sensible effort which has been
undertaken and that it should get full
consideration by railroad men not
nly on that system but on every rail-

road system: that is concerned.

"Jutland was the ancient horde of
the warlike Cirnbn, a tribe which for
1J years kept Rome in a state of pan-
ic, and which was the ln'st Germanic
host to make its war across the bar-
rier of the Ales into northern Ita'y,
anticipating the desaent of the Visig-
oths by live centuries. The Cirobri
came within the purview of recorded
history in 113 U. C, when, atter hav-
ing been driven from their northern
hoctc. presumably by North aea in-

undations, and having niaele their way
southward through the Carman for-
ests, they inflicted a signal defeat up-
on a Roman army under Consul I'.tpi-riu- s

Oarbo of Noi-eie- Instead of fol-
lowing up their siicecs into Italy, the
victors pushed westward into the
Rhine valley. Four years later, how-
ever, they practically annihilated the
Romans under Marias Junius planus
on th,.: field Arausio. where 80,000
troops were slain. This terrible re-
verse sent a tremor of terror through
the lawmakers on the Capitoline Hill,
and the constitution was set aside in
order that M.irius, fresh, from his tri-
umphs on African hattleiieids, might
lie invested with consular powers for
five years. He was deemed the man
of the hour and the only general who
could turn back the tide of barbarians
that had debouched from CimbrI
Chersonee, the name given to Jutland.
While this tribe poured, over the Alps,
driving the ie-e-- es ef Catullus before it
across, t lie- .d'ye ami the Io, Merius
adirdeisre'-e- a. crushing defeat at
Aquae ia Gaul to the Cim-Pri- s'

Jutland's agricultural poverty dates
from the beginning of the sixteenth
century, by which time the peninsula
had been almost denuded of its forests.
Tt was not until 1866, tvo years after
Denmark had been forced to relinquish
Schieswig-Holstei- n to Prussia end
Austria, that the Danish people began
an appraisal of the latest agricultural
possibilities of their remaining domain
to see if by cultivation they couldcompensate for their territorial losses.
Col. E. Daigas, an engineer officer of
the Danish army, was the leading
spirit in the organization of 'the Dan-
ish Heath society, which began to
plant trees throughout the peninsula,
a movement which is still going for-
ward which has proved to be the sal-
vation of the land. Mountain firs were
first planted and these were succeededby red spruce "from America. These
trees serve as a living barrier against
the fierce sand-drivin- g from the
North Sea. The interior of the penin-
sula is fast losing: its barren aspect,
more'- - than 2,500 square miles having
been redeemed by afforestation. Oats,
barley, beetroots and rye are now.
grown profitably, cattle: and sheep .'; find
good pasturage, 1 and teem
with "deer and wood pigeons. Typical
of the growth of towns in this reju-
venated area Is Herning, a settlement
of 40 souls in. 1866 and now a thriving
community with a population of 5,000.
