WONDERS CAN BE DONE
BY ONE GREAT PITCHER,

Crack Moundsmen Can Win 60 to 70
Per Cent, of His Games.

"One great pitcher can make any
sort of a ball club perform miracles,"
said Joe Tinker, when he was in Xew
York a week or so ago. "The history
of 'baseball shows that a moundsman
who can win from 60 to 70 per cent of
his games can lift any club to or
near the top of any league.

Minor Brown was such a man
His wonderful work back in the old
days was the one big reason for the
success of the old machine. If we
hadn't been possessed of Brown the
chances are we never would have
been in the fight for so many years.
W hen Brown laued you know what
happened to the Cubs. They no Ion;
er had a star of first magnitude to
depend upon; they didn't have a man
they could ehoot in and be reasonably
sure at the outset that tho game was
won.

"The reason the Giants of 1914,
1915 and 1916 haven't achieved any
thing remarkable is because they
haven't a real pitching star. Matty
kept, that club in the fight for 10 years

and more. He was the mainstay
A hen he was in the. box the old gan
behind him was so confident of his
powers that they played behind him
with a 'we can't lose" spirit and
they rarely did lose with Matty at
work. Whenever McGraw wanted to
win an important game, he called
upon Matt-- . He knew that Maty
could deliver, if any man could.

"But no wail is changed. Matty
isn't the old reliable of other year3,
and no one has come to take his place.
The result is that the Giants, without
a burler in whom they have supreme
confidence, aren't winning with the
regularity of yore.

'The Washington team has been a
factor in the American league races
for rhe past three or four years.
Why? The answer is Walter John-
son. Take him away from that club
and it leaves little more than a medio-ecr- e

collection. But with Johnson in
the line-u- p it's a different ball club;
it's, a team , that , plays with fire and
with a dash, a club that played be-
yond itself. It idolizes Johnson, just
as tho Cttbs idolized Brown and the
Giants (Matty in the old days. And
it thinks Johnson invincible. Feeling
so, It ads at least 25 per cent to the
normal power of the club.

"It was Grover Alexander who won
tho pennant for the Phillies last sea-
son; it is the same Alexander who is
keeping tjiem in the batle this sea-
son. The Phillies, without Alex, are
not imposing looking; they are not
dangerous. But with Alex to bear the
brunt of the fight for them; with his
mighty arm to hold back the bat-
ting assaults of. the other clutos, they
are a great' ball club.

"The Cleveland club, on paper,
does not look etrong," continued
Tinker. "But ft has a grand pitcher
in Morton a chap who is being tout-
ed" as a second Johnson. He has
been, pitching a brand of baseball
thatv i3 almost flawless ' and this has
inspired the other players behind
Mfm.
