The entire coast artillery corps in-

cluding the Third acd Fifth companies
cf this city are now under the direct
orders of President Woodrow Wilson
as with few exceptions the members
of the thirteen companies have taken
the Federal oath. The state govern-
ment thus becomes a secondary figure
and the artillery will be known in
the fuure as the National Guard of
the United States.

With the new federal law a new
system f paying will go into effect
giving company members one quarter
of the pay of the regular army soldiers.
Privates will receive nearly a dollar
for each drill, corporals a little bet-
ter than a dollar arid sergeants near-
ly two dollars.

In the future men who fail to an-

swer present at drills will not only
lose their pay but will be assessed a
fine of one rkiilar by the state. The
new federal oath requires that a man
serve his colors three years and then
become a member of the militia, re-

serve for the three years following.

Public Act No. So of the filth con- -'

gress relating to "further and more
effectual provision fur national de-

fense and other purposes of un-

usual interest to the national guards-
men at the present time. Section 70,
entitled Enlistment Contract,
provides that national guardsmen tak-
ing the new Federal oath shall lie

be considered a member of the na-
tional guard. The section in question
reacts as follows:

"Enlisted men in the National
Guard of the several states, terri-
tories, and the District of Columbia,
now serving under enlistment con-
tracts which contain an obligation to
defend the Constitution of the United
States, and to obey the orders of the
president of the United States, shall
be recognized as memoers of the Na-
tional Guard under the provisions ,of
this act for the unexpired portion of
their present enlistment contracts.
When any such enlisted contract does
not contain such obligation, the en-
listed men shall not be considered
members of the. National Guard until
they shall have signed an enlistment
contract and subscribed to the follow-
ing oath of enlistment, upon signing
which credit shall be given for the
period served under the old enlistment
contract:

"I do hereby acknowledge to have
voluntarily enlisted this day
of 10 , as a soldier in the
National Guard of the United States
and the State of , for the per-
iod of three years of service and three
years in the reserve, under the con-
ditions .prescribed by law, unless
sooner discharged by proper author-
ity. And I do solemnly swear that 1

will bear true faith to. the United
States of America, and to the State
of , and that I will serve
them honestly and faithfully against
all of their enemies, whomsoever, and
lint 1 will obey the orders of the
President, of the United Slates and ihe
Governor of the State of , and
of the officers appointed over me.
