Motors for the most
part were subject to additional pres-
sure and United States Steel receded
a point on publication of the June
tonnage statement showing the first
decrease in unfilled business about
300.000 tons in almost a year.

Representative rails, particularly
Reading and Canadian Pacific, were
heavy at times, the arrival of further
large quantities of foreign own d
American securities from London,
causing some fear of fresh selling
from that quarter. Stiles of stocks
aggregated 455,000 shares.

Speculative bond issues registered
moderate declines on light oi'fei ings.
Total sales, (par value) aggregated
$2,820,000.

United States bonds were unchanged
on call.

Four thousand motor trucks are to
be supplied for the United States army
on the Mexican border and in iMexico.

Bids have teen aske-- and in the
meantime it is stated, manufacturers
have been asked to make no deliveries
to dealers. This request embodies a
practical promise of the government
to take every truck as fast as it can be
turned out for immediate shipment.

Two ton trucks and one-ha- lf ton
models that will carry two tons are
the sizes which will be wanted in large
quantities and one Detroit dealer stat-
ed ruefully within the last few days
his belief that for the rest of the sum-
mer he would have no more trucks to
sell.

One of the great questions that has
held the attention of roud builders
ever since the "good roads" movement
was first launched is the type that will
give the best service at the least cost
of construction. Advocates of the
concrete, the brick, the macadam and
the wood block 'have each presented
their claims. Experiments have been
made for many years toward arriving
at some standard road and it begins
to look as though the question would
soon be solved. This new type of
road combines the best properties of
three familiar types the stone of the
old macadam, the cement of the con- -
crete and the asphalt of the bitum-ino- us

macadam.
The stone, of course, is used

throughout. Cement is used for a
concrete foundation and the natural ,

asphalt for an asphalt macadam
wearing surface. Thus each ma- -
terial is confined to the purpose to
which it is best adapted. It is claimed
that a road can be built of these ma-
terials at a saving of $2,000 to $5,G0O
in the cost of permanent roads.
