Thomas Harland of this city, fifty
years ago was appointed assistant
commissioner of the U. S. Internal
Revenue service, in the treasury de-
partment. One of Norwich's most

industries and many of its
citizens contributed sums of money
for fhe aid of suffering residents of
Portland, Maine, who were thrown out
of their home owing to a great con-
flagration. Cleanings from the Bul-
letin files of '66 follow:

Appointed Assistant Commissioner
'July 9, 1833. We are informed that

Thomas Harland of this city nas been
appointed assistant commissioner of
the U. S. Internal Revenue service, in
the treasury department. Mr. Har-
land ha been for some time back,
chief clerk of the patent office and
was efficient in organizing the Inter-
nal Revenue Bureau.

The post office is now located in
the new Bulletin building, where it
will have much more convenient and
commodious quarters than before.
When the fitting up is entirely com-
pleted, it will be one of the most con-
venient offices in that state.

Methodist Clergy Meets.
At the last meeting of the Methodist

clergy of New London district, it was
decided to sut'-divi- the district in
divisions that would embrace four or
more churches., and hold centenary
meetings in the month of October;
thete meetings to be attended ty
clergymen and speakers. It was also
decided to hold one great meeting for
the whole district in this city, in the
last of December.

Norwich, Ct., July 9, 1866.
To His Honor, L. Blackstone, Mayor

of the City of Norwich:
Dear Pir: Enclosed find two checks

on the Thames National bank, for one
hundred and fifty dollars each, which
we, the employes of the Norwich and
Eiing Woolen Companies, wished to
be forwarded to the proper persons,
to be applied in the aid of the suffer-
ers by the great fire on the 4th inst.,
in the city of Portland. Maine.

And while we contribute our mite,
we hope others will feel the import-
ance of aiding in the good cause, to
those who have suffered by this great
calamity.

New London Health Officer's Orders
to be Strictly Obeyed.

The New Haven road and C. M.
Shay have promised to comply with
the orders of Health Officer Edwin
C. Chipman of New London regarding
the transportation and handling of of-

fal and other fertilizer material con-
signed to the fehay Fertilizer plant at
the Navy Yard. Wednesday Health
Officer Chipman ordered the New Ha-
ven road to cease storing freight cars
loaded with rendering material in New
London.

The health officer hael a conference
with Superintendent Motsett of the
New London division of the New Ha-
ven road and Mr. Shay Thursday af-
ternoon in which the- - former told Mr.
Shay and the railroad official that they
must comply with his orders or they
would be prosecuted. Superintendent
Motsett promised that in the future,
cars loaded with fertilizer material
would be sent immediately to the Shay
plant at the Navy Yard. This would
be done in the course of a day or two
when the matter could be straightened
out by issuing proper orders.

Mr. Shay was told that he would
have to discontinue the practice of
collecting offal in New London and
taking it to Fort Neck, where It was
loaded into a freight car which was
not moved until it was full, when it
was taken to the Navy Yard. He was
told that he would be allowed to bring
the material to Fort Neck, but the
car would have to be moved every
night. If this order was not carried
out he would be compelled to cart it
to his plant in wagons as they were
filled. Mr. Shay promised to see that
this order was adhered to, as he was
desirous of doing all he could to guard
the health of New London and Gro-to- n.

Mr. Shay also stated that he would
issue orders to his representatives in
Long Island to refuse any fertilizer
material that was unusually offensive
to the smell and that he would have
such material as was brought on the
Montauk Steamship Co.'s boat to be
properly packed and taken away to
his plant Immediately.

The donor of this munificent gift
is Mrs. Plant, wife of Commodore
Morton F. Plant.

Announcement of the gift is madeby Dr. Daniel Sullivan, to whom Mrs.
Plant has given the money for thehospital. A check for the amount has
been turned over to Dr. Sullivan.

Mrs. Plant places no restrictions and
makes no stipulations regarding theuse of the gift. The money is given
to Dr. Sullivan to be used as he sees
fit. He is informed by Mrs. Plant that
he is to use his own discretion and to
use the money for any purpose which
in his estimation will be' most benefi-
cial to the institution.

Dr. Sullivan is undecided to whatuse the money will be put. Several
weeks ago Dr. Sullivan was given
$50,000 for the hospital by a person
who wished his name withheld. Itwas specified that this money should
be used for building purposes, either
for a new building or addition to thepresent building.

It is probable that Mrs. Plant's gift
will be utilized for the erection of a
new building, together with the $50,-00- 0

recently donated, although it may
be found later that the money can be
used to better advantage in some
other way. At this time, however, the
erection of a new building or addition
seems most likely. For some timepast the hospital has been overtaxed.
Almost continually there is a waiting
list of numerous patients seeking ad-
mission and for a long time it has
been seen that the institution would
have to be enlarged. Several monthsago, it was found necessary to pur-
chase a building nearby for the nurses'
home so that the quarters in the main
building formerly used by the nurses
would be available for conversion into
wards.
