Verdun~—"An appreciation of the
task both of defendors and assEiinnts
in the five months” bloody =truggle for
Verdun is possibile only when [t 5 rve-

membered that the rexgion which goes
by the nome of theé Frenchh wown of
20,000 people iax  virtually & fortited

area of 180 square miles,” says todur’
war geograplly bulletin of the Nation-
&l Grograplilc avclety,

"When the crown prince's army be-
gan its slege of ths great foriress oh
tha Meuse it faced the herculean hibhor
of reducing sigliteen forts which had
been constructed afrer the most op-
proved plang of modéern army eongi-
nears, and in addition to these there
wae nn equal number of radeoubts and
batteries, givdling every height in the
neighborhood of the wown, un both
banks of the Meuse,

“A serles of stroaiglit lines conuect-
Ing all the forts makss a perimeter ol
nearly forty mniles, with the longest
distance between any two being that
fiom Fort de Muira on the twest bank
of the Meuse to Fort de Dousuniont,
the most northerly defense on the east
bank. This line measures six mlles
but In the gnp there were thrée strong
butteries, including FPoste and Charny.

“From Doustymont on the north to
Fort de Genifcourt on the exireme

south is a distance of 2 miles in an

-

alriine, and hetwesn these ih zigzag
formption are Forts De Vououx, De
Bellville, De Sauville, Ds Tiryvaness;

Moulainville, Belrupt, Du Roxellior and
D'Houdainville. De Genleourt, elght
miles souih of the citadel, is the most
Mutant of the major defences, while
the nearest, Bellville, the apsx of an
Inverted trimngle which It forms with
Forts de Marre and De Douaumont, Is
only two miles to tho north.

“On the west slde of the Meuse the
forts are more regularly arranged and
the distances betwean the works are
shorter, They are, from north to =outh,
Da Marre, De Bals BHourrus, Choisel,
Des Saxtelles, De la Chaume, Du Re-
gret, Do Landecourt, and Ds Dugny.
Of these Saxtelles and Chaume are so

‘clogse together as almost to constitute

a aingle massive fortification, while
Martre and Bourrus are similarly situ-
ated.

“The greatest dlametar of the forti-
fled area from east to wost is nine
miles, from Mounlainville to Bourrus.

“The cltndel of Verdun dominates
the surrounding territors from the loft
bank of the Meuse, on the site of the
anclent abber of Bt. Vanne. A circle
with a radius of tan milles drawn
nbout the citadel befors ths war would
have included more than thirty sub-
urhs and villages nestling in vino-clad
purroundings. Today practieally all
thess garden spots of wverdura and
plenty have hean chnrred hy the epr-
tains of fira which have swept over
the entire reglon. Some of them. lke
Fleury and Damloup, ubder the shad-
ow of Fort Do Vaux, have becomne im-
mortal on account of tho frizhtful toll
