Is Chen-Chin-tas, Who Was Educat-
ed at Yale.

Palting, July 81 —Chen Chin-tao,
whom President Li Yuan-hung has just
appointad minister of finance, ls proh-
ably the best trained financial expert
in China, HMe was educated at the
Tnivergity of Californla ond at Yale,
He also spent nearly o year In Wash-
ington studying the methods of the
American Treasury Deparimient, pre-
paring to establish n Chiness bnreau of
printing and ensraving.

Mr, Chen |s forty-five years old. In
1811 he heecame vice presldent of the
Bank of China and later president of
the same Institution.

When Yuan Shi-lal formed his rov-
ernment, just hefore the end of the
Meanchu regime, Chen Chin-tan was
designated gs vice minister of finance.
His latest government appoinfment
was in 1014, when he was sent to Lon-
don as Chine=e financial commlssion-
le: to Elurope with the rank of a min-
