MATTY AND YOUNG
ABOVE 'EM ALL

Their Mound Records Bid Fair to Be
Lasting.

Baseball, we have been told by an
eminent authority, is still in ita in-
fancy. If this be true, the great game
will be truly wonderful wdien it attains
its full development. Even now, in
the misty morning of the life of the
sport, way-mar- have risen which will
endure through all time and will serve
as examples to the coming generations
of what the pioneers of baseball ac-
complished. Shall the name of a
Mathewson ever be heard by a baseball
enthusiast and fail to call to mind one
of the greatest pitchers that ever trod
the diamond? Is there a fan with soul
so dead who will not argue the fame
and glory of the mighty Cy Young?

These master pitchers will stand out
head and shoulders above the others.
The fame of Walter Johnson is secure,
but t.he blond shrapnel has still sev-
eral years to work before he can boast
of Ma thews-oil'- sixteen years of ser-
vice or the twenty-tw- o seasons spent
by Cy Young in the National League
first and then in the younger circuit.

The mighty Ed Walsii, once the hero
of the Chicago S1iite Sox, always will
have his fame, and none deserves it
more richly than he. This list might
be extended to include the heroes of
another ueeade, who have written their
names with a clear, bold hand across
the pages of baseball history, but when
the final word shall be spoken Matty
and Young will stand out.

Young Reigns Supreme.
Time was when Matty and his host

of admirers hoped to equal the won-
derful record of Cy Young, but that
dream must now be abandoned, for a
recent examination by a physician
discovered the fact that a couple of
Matty's ribs were detached from his
spine and that his pitching days were
over, in his .sixteen years of work on
the mound Big Six lias won 371 games,
and has lost ISO, for an average of
C6C, and this includes his three vic-
tories and four defeats this season.

In order i equal the wonderful
record of the mighty Cy Young the Old
Master would have to pitch for at least
five years more, and would have to ap-
proximate his work of 1310, when he
won 27 games and lost 9. That, of
course, is beyond all reason, for iron
arms of the sort possessed by Young
are not to be had, even by the Mathew-son- s.

Denton T. Young, which is the real
name of the wonderful veteran of the
two major leagues, stands forth as the
only pitcher in the history of major
league baseball who has "won more than
5U0 ball games. In twelve seasons in
the National and ten more in the
American Young won BOS games and
was beaten in 311, for an average of
,!!20. He worked in many other con-
tests, relieving pitchers, and some of
these do not appear in his record. He
achieved greater success in the Na-
tional League, but this is not to be
marvelled at, for he started there, com-
ing up from the farm, a great big, raw-bone- d

boy with a curve ball that broke
iike a rani's horn, and a fast ball that
zipped like a lightning bolt.

It was nothing for Young to work in
forty games in a season; as a matter
of fact, he took it as a slight on his
ability if he were not called on every
three or four days. Between 1S91 and
19C0, in the good old days of the Na-
tional League, Young never pitched in
fewer than SS games. In the National
League he wen 291 games, lost 17:, and
had an average of .IS. Young's great-
est year was in 192, his third season
in the big show, when he won 36 game,
and lost 10.

Heeded Lure of Gold.
Young came up to the National

League with Cleveland in 1S90. lie
remained in the Forest City through
the sea-so- of 1S9S, when he won 24
games and lost 14. The following year
he went to St. Louis and stayed there
until the great war between the Amer-
ican and National ieagr.es broke out, in
1901, Lured by a shower of gold, as-
sured a salary far in excess of any he
had previously received. Young fol-
lowed in the footstep.s of many of the
ether stars of his day and cast his lot
with the American League, going to
the Boston Red Sox.

With that great team, which played
under the management of the only
Jimmy Collins, who has been pro-
nounced by experts one of the great
