LONG ISLAND DUCK RAISING.

A Single Farm Hatches 573 Ducks
Every 24 Hours, or More Than 200,-0C- O

Annually.

Long Island duckling is a fixture
now on tho standardized menu of the
first-rat- e American hotels. But it took
many "shifts and pains," disappoint-
ments and los-ses- to learn how to put
it there. For after obtaining a mar-
ket for a specified product, you must
be sure that you keep it steadily
supplied or the market peters out; and
tiie natural or artificial enemies whiclh
sprang up in the earlier duck farming
exiieriments made the supply unde-pendabl- e.

New defences in the way of wired
partitions in the waterways and on the
land runways that were finally found
effective in keeping off the muskcats
arid the frogs which would drag
duckiing-i- . under by the feet and drown
them and improved methods of
hatching and feeding have made the
industry stable, thoug'h the duck far-
mer stiil "has t.o work days a year
and an extra day leap year."

On the finally efficient and careful
basis of management the duck farms
pay high returns. They are pretty
features of the landscape, and be-
sides utilize creek sides that might
otherwise yield nothing. Long Island
although well situated for traffic with
the chiefest wholesale markets, is
singularly uneven as to productivity,
yet partly by luck and partiy by study-
ing the possibilities of the land, wins
cut. Thus the sand dunes of the
Hamptons, which seemed hopeless to
the settlers, have become great
suiTfciermg places and the rendezvous
of outdoor art students: and the pros-
perity of more fertile lands was lifted
high by the discovery that potatoes
grew better there than elsewhere.

Accompanying pictures are of the
largest of the Long Island duck farms

it is indeed the largest duck farm
in the world. On this farm at Speonk
A. J. Haliock now raises with regu-
larity 120,000 ducks a 3Tear, hatches
from 4000 to 7000 a week, and collects
1800 eggs a day. Breeding pens con-
stantly hold 2200 ducks. Most of the
hatching is by incubator. The pro-cedu- ro

is to gather the 1S0O eggs laid
daily, arrange them on trays, push
these into the incubators. Twelve
hours after hatching, the ducklings are
renioveu from the incubators and car-
ried, in iarge boxes containing 2tX) or
300 ducklings to the brooder house at
a time. Two weeks after their admitt-
ance! to the brooder houses they are
transferred to the cold brooder house,
where they have an open run. During
the night they are driven in doors.
When the ducks are four weeks old
they are moved to pens along the
creek. When eleven weeks old they
are gathered in pairs and killed.

After the killing they are shipped to
the picking houses, dressed for market
packed in barrels covered with ice
and taken to the ship or railway.

Picking about 4000 ducklings week-
ly and never bruising the flesh is ex-
pert work. One new farmer remarks:

"I started picking the other day and
by night had picked only 15 ducks
and on most of those I had torn the
breast."

Where Crosses Stretch Like Fields of
Wheat.

And when one goes to the great Ber-
lin art exhibition in search ci senti-
mental pictures one finds that the war
has stirred German artists to the pro-
duction of a superbly realistic run of
art. From the iin-- and charcoal
sketches done on the battlefield to the
oil paintings in the general headquar-
ters there is no trace of sentimeriLalu-ty- .

There is one allegory, and only
one, in the whole exhibition, and that
allegory is horrible, not sentimental.

The German soldier who glare from
the canvases in iife or stare from
them in death are dirty, ugiy, normal
human beings. Most of the artists
have been struck less by life in the
trenches tha.n by death in the trenches.
Everywhere are huddied corpses; oft-
en the corpse clutches a fragment el
what was once his next friend. The
German artists have seen the war as
it is, stripped 'of glamour, steeped in
dirt and weariness. No; it is not sen-
timentality.

One is searching still for the source
of Berlin's depression when one goes
to dine with a German family of the
type which the world assumes has
ceased to exist. The father is one of
the very great surgeons of Germany,
lie has been in charge of medical ar-
rangements on every front. The moth-
er is a splendid pianist. Their niece.s,
who dine with them, hope to become
professional musicians. After dinner
the elder girl plays Chopin and Grieg
exquisitely; the younger sings Brahiiri'
lieaer as they are rarely sung. She is
IS, and beautiful. While she sings one
feels again the charm of this most
musical band.

And the family's spirit is unchanged.
Which make s one curious to know
what this family thinks has happened
in the world since August 1, 11)11.

But one asks first, "Does it seem to
you that every one in Germany is a
trifle depressed?" '"Depressed!" the
mother turns upon one almost fiercely :

"of course, we are depressed. Why
shouldn't we be depressed? Look!"
She hands one two photographs. Her
husband took the pictures himself. The
lirst is a forest of crosses crosses 3u
feet tall, with little ones about then-feet- .

A REVELATION.
There has been enough of a con-

Although trouble has been impend-
ing for years we have not taken steps
to match the Mexicans in their equip-
ment. We have sold them arms and
munitions of war and we were so short
even of cartridges when the troops
were called out That a hurry order
for ten million cartridges was given.

We did not have a dependable ma-
chine gun when Villa and his men
raided Columbus, New Mexico; and It
is paid even yet we have machine gun
companies who are unequipped.

THE WAR PRIMER
By National Geographic Society

Termonde, a prosperous town of
10,000 inhabitants at the beginning of
tne war, out now u scene ot rood ri-
ots, according to recent despatches,
spreads over both banks of the Lend-
er River and the right bank of the
Scheldt, tho Bender forming a junc-
ture with the larger waterway at this
point, says today's war geography
bulletin of the National Geographic
Society on one of the cities of Belgium
which is feeling keenly the pinch of
privation.

"Situated only 16 miles east of
Ghent, the great heart of Flemish his-
tory, Termonde itself has a past of
which its citizens may well feel
proud. It was here that Louis :IV
suffered an ignominous defeat at the
very beginning of his war of Revolu-
tion, or Queen's War, in which he set
about to upset political customs and
substitute civil usage in the matter
of royal inheritance. When his
father-in-la- Philip of Spain, died
Louis laid claim to Flanders in the
name of his wife, Maria Theresa, she
who was a mere figurehead at the
French court during the sway of the
notorious Mademoiselle de la Valliere
and Mme. Be Jlontespan and in lateryears of the devout Mme. Maint.enon.
Louis' defeat at Termonde was due not
to the prowess of the city's garrison
but to the of her people
who employed the irresistible waters
of the North Sea to fight their battle
for them, as has been the case' so
many times in the history of the Low
Countries. The dykes were cut and
the investing army of the Grand
Monarque tied before the flood.

"Luring the war of the Spanish
Succession Termonde bravely resisted
the great English general, Marlbor-
ough, but after a ten days' bombarel-me- nt

was forced to yield. This oc-
curred in the famous campaign of
1706 during which Marlborough
achieved his famous victory at Ramil-lie- s,

50 mileq to the southeast, where
the French under Marshal Yilleroy
lost 15,000 men while the English and
their Dutch allies sustained a loss of
less than one-thir- d their number.

"On many maps Termonde goes by
its Flemish name of Dendermonde. At
the outbreak of the war it was one of
the five fortified towns of Belgium,
but it3 defenses were not of modern
design. The city is 25 miles by rail
southwest of Antwerp. It is nine miles
from Lokern and 13 miles from St.
Nicholas, two other towns of Belgium
where rioting occurred simultaneously
with the outbreaks at Termonde:

"The most interesting buildings in
Termonde are the Hotel de Ville
(formerly the Cloth Hall), a fourteenth

structure, and the Gothic
church of Notre Dame which contains
two valuable pictures of Van Dyck.

"Termonde is only 20 feet above sea-ieve- d,

a fact which accounts for the
ease with which the surrounding
country was flooded when besieged in
1667."
