IRON MEN IN BASEBALL

Radbourne, McGinnity and Rusie
Were Hard Workers in the Box.

Old time ball players frequently re-
fer to the fact that the player of the
present is not worked as hard as was
the case in the earlier days of the
game and usually select the pitcher as
an ilustration of their contention. The'
cite the records of Charley Radbourne,
Joe McGinnity, Amos Rusie and other
famous "Iron Men" in baseball and
defy the present pitching- corps of the
big leagues to produce their equals.
Radbourne, with his eighteen victories
out of twenty games pitched in less
than a month during 1SS4: McGinnity
with his long list of double-heade- rs

and Rusie with his terrific speed ready
to step into the box at any time, were
all examples of the hard working pit-
cher of two decades ago but there are
"Iron Men" still in the game today,
although it. may be that there is not
so much demanded of them as was
expected of the twirlers of fifteen and
twenty years ago.

There are several pitchers of the
present season who hurled fully
twenty-fiv- e per cent, of the total num-
ber of innings played by their elu'ns
to date, who are still going strong and
are the chief support of their mana-
gers, whenever a crisis arises. In the
American league AYa.lt or Johnson of
the Washington eluh, l'.::s pitched more
than 2IK' innhK-- s with an earned run
average against him of but 2.

Baseiball has its "world's series,"

tennis its Davis cup competition, and
golf its international matches, but
not one of these titular contests is to
be compared with the blue ribbon event
of the trapshooting season the Grand
American Handicap.

We are aware of the broadness of
this assertion and fully realize that
there will be many doubting Thomases
but we can prGve our assertion to any
and every one who cares to journey to
Sportsman's park, in St. Louis, Mo.,
during the week beginning Monday,
Aug. 21, for on that day the Grand
American Handicap gets going and
continues with unabated enthusiasm
for five days. Any sporting event that
will take hundreds of men away from
their business for a week or more, and
take several hundred women away
from their homes for the same period
of time, is a real sporting event. That
is just what the Grand American
Handicap is.

Last year the tournament was held
in Grant park, Chicago, 111., and was
witnessed by some 25,000 persons not
one paying an admission fee. In the
various trapshooting events nearly
2,000 persons participated, and in the
Grand American Handicap there were
?3S shooters out of 8S4 entrants. Plavo
you ever witnessed a sporting event in
which there were 830 active partici-
pants? You have not unless it was
the Grand American Handicap last
August. Trapshooting is not a proxy
sport. It is something you can do
yourself; something you enjoy because
you can do it yourself.

Big as last year's tournament was,
all indications are that the St. Lciuis
tournament will be the greatest ever.
While the official list of entries is still
far from being completed, it is expect-
ed that the entry list will total more
than 1,000 trapsliooters. Think of it
l.Ooi) shooters in one event. Sort o'
puts the other sport classics in the
shade.

It has taken the Grand American
Handicap 16 years to arrive at its
present stage of development. There
were but 74 entrants in the first, cham-
pionship tournament, he'd in 1900. Lit-
tle by little the tournament grew for a
number of years, but in the pa.st five
seasons the handicap has made great
leaps forward. Two years ago. in Day-
ton. O.. when the handicap had a few
more than 500 entrants, the feeling
prevailed that tra pshoot ing was at its
height, but last year in Chloae-- the
entrants nea.red the 900 mark and
everyone is pulling for a 1,000 or more
this time.

There was a time when two traps
was a great sufficiency for the G. A.
IT., as it ijs known to trapsliooters
now ten are in use. There was a time
when a Grand American Handicap re

hard-hittin- g Baker are wearing the
colors of rival outfits.

But a new and, as some people
predict, an even more promising ball
club, is rounding into form under the
veteran Mack tuition .and, before an-
other baseball year has passed into
history, the deeds of these obscure
rookies may cause the achievements
of Connie's "million doiiar infield" to be
completely forgotten.

For years the old Philadelphia leader
has passed up the chance to sign
up old big leaguers or recruit his
strength from tho stars of other
teams. He prefers the young "busher"
or the speedy stripling just turned
loose by some young college team. He
wants his men to play the Connie
Mack brand of baseball. He ha sno
use for the tricks and dodges taught e

rival manager.
He wants young men who make

mistakes but who can be taught to
correct them. He is looking for re-

cruits who will listen to his advice
and act accordingly. He wants no dis-
gruntled veterans who will sit on his
bench, mourn their prestige of other
days and furnish an alibi for present
shortcomings. He is looking around
all the time for young players who
want to be taught and have the abil-
ity to learn. This is his idea of cham-
pionship timber.

So, while scouts from other clubs
have wandered into the big league
highways and byways, Connie has
kept closely in touch with the col-
lege world and reaped the choicest of
the college harvest. The New Eng-
land schools and colleges form his
chief source of supply. But the south-
ern universities are likewise repre-
sented. Sometimes the letter from an
old acquaintance proves the means of
his obtaining a promising recruit.
Now and then a tip from some far
distant fan who knows not Mack but
has heard of and respects him; causes
Connie to send the transportation
which adds still another to the Ath-
letic fold.

And this is the reason why the
youngest team that Connie has ever
managed wear the Athletic uniforms
today. That is why the outfit that
Connie Mack now leads includes more
school and college players than any
two teams in either of the big leagues.

MARKET GAINED IN ACTIVITY

Quotations Advanced Moderately
Most of the Day.

New York, Aug. S. Today saw a
moderate revival of activity and a
more decidedly upward trend of prices
on the Stovk Exchange. There had
been no change in underlying condi-
tions; a great deal of attention was
still being devoted to the negotiations
of the railway employes and railway
officials, and to the government crop
report, wrhich was not published until
late afternoon. The better tone of the
market, therefore, was evidently
largely due to repurchases bv specu-
lators who had, during the past week
or ea-li- er, sold for a decline. Even
the railway shares advanced fraction-
ally, in the face of the strike situa-
tion. The market, however, remain-
ed narrow in scope, the greater :jins
taking place in a few issues which
were unrelated to the general move-
ment of prices.

The unfavorable crop estimates is-

sued by the government late in the
day, however, brought about some
fresh selling of stocks, which resulted
in declines in several of the railway
shares of 2 to 1 point. Those esti-
mates, placing this year's total wheat
crop at 65 4, 000,000 bushels the small-
est yield since 1911 was some

bushels below what the trade
had looked for. In spring wheat, es-
pecially, the government figures bore
out, or even outdid, the pessimistic
reports of recent weeks. A total yield
of less than 200,000,000 bushels was
estimated, against 357,000,000 harvest-
ed last year. Condition of spring
Wheat dropped more than 25 per cent,
within the month. Even corn, which
has enjoyed some favorable weather
of late, declined in condition more
than 6 2 points.
